THE SERMON.,

the Gospel, Rev. Father McCallen
aséitgm:d tha pulpgt ond delivered a moat elo-
quent sermon on St. Patrick and the Faith
which he bad bequenthed to the'Irxsh people.
Hbe chose for his text the words: * If you have
ten thousaud instructors in Chriat, yet not
many fathers, For in Christ Jesus I have
bagotter you through the Gospel. Wherefore
I beseech you, be ye followera of me as I
also am of Christ. (7 cor. ch. 4,15,16.)" He
then said ; From the high throne of glory among
the elect ut God does the great saint whose
feast on this day wa ¢ lebrate lock down with
jog and consolation on this beautiful &cone
which meets my gaze. Thousands of Irsland’s
gons sud drughters from every pact of this
great Catholic city assembled in the church of
their own patron saint ta do hoaor to his
memory, o sound hia praises, to invoke his in-
tercession and to sbudy, to imitate, the virtues of
which he is 8o bright & model, The Catho ie
childron of Canaaa, too, are in faith with their
Irish brethres, manifesting by l:lpu- pre-
sonce the common 0y this day's feast
brings to every Catholic beart. And for the
firsh time 1n the history of the Ghurch, an
honored repretentative from O!d France, who
coming from afar to win souls to Christ by the
persuasive power of his eloquent words. gra-
ciously consents at the special request of our
eateemed and loved archbishop {(who 18 unavoid-
ably abeent) and of the venerable pastor of St.
Patricl’s, graciously consents to enharce the
splendor of our fesst by his episcopal presence,
aund the mojesty of the service by the eelebra-
:ion of Pontifical high mass. How gr’steful we,
t1e priest and people of St. Patriclc's congre-
ration, feel for such a favor, I will oot
attempt bo express, but will ay once bid you,
the children uf St. Patrick, listen whxl?‘ your
patron ssint in Heaven speaks toyou: “You
have had many instructors to break unto you
the bread of heavenly doctrine; you have had
many guides to lead you in the_way of salva-
tion, yeb not many fathers, for it was I, Pat-
rick. Apostle of Ireland, who begat you my
children to the true foith. I found you amid
the darkness of paganism and I led you
forth under the admirable light of the
Gospel. I found you slaves of heathenish
superstition and T broke your fetters and made
on free with thefreedom of the children of God.
found you dend in sin and I restored you to a
true and betsar life in Christ Jesus I have be-
otten .you through the gospel And after
towing on you the priceless treasure of Catho-

lic faith, X taught you both by word and example
how to ﬁrasarve it ‘inallite purity and how to

that living mouthpiece of the Most High
God on earth, the head of the Catholic
Church at Rome, Pope 8t. Celestine. Uur
Divine Lurd established a church as tha de-
pository of Faith ; over that church he placed
8 visible head in the person of St. Peter, To
him He gave suthority tv feed both lambs and
sheep, both pastors and people. To this charch
He pron.ised that He wouldjsend not one truth,
nor one hundred, nor one thousand truths, but
all sruth, that He would remain with Her not
one day, not one thoueand days, noc sixteeen
bundred years, but all days to the very cop-
summation of the world. ** Fear not,” he said
to Peter, ‘‘whenthe tempest rages wildest,
when the aurging billows of human passion
riging mountains high shall dash agsicat the
raocks of infallible truth, when hellin ite blind
fury shall threaten to Wwipa thee out
from the face of the eartk; when the
clouds are lowest and the gloom thickest
and the risks greatest, fear not. I am (not I
shall be) I am ever and always with you. *'Go
teach all nations, ete.,” And Peter did go, not
toan obscure village, but to the Rome of the
Cresars, and there on the ruins of Paganism did
he fix his throne, and when he died he be-
queathed bis authority down through the ages
in unbroken line of succession to estine in
the fifth century, to Celestine, who commis-
sioned Patrick to carry the Gospel to Ire-
land, just as Leo XIIL in _our day
sends his legate to guide snd dirsct Pat-
rick's successors through the troublesome
times in whichjthey have fallen. It was from St.
Peter's succeasor tbat Patrick received the faith
and the commssion to preach 1t to others. And
so wa behold our great Patron Saint with the
geand gift of Catholic faith 1n one hand and in
the other bis commission from the living repre-
sentative of Chriat upon earth, Pope St, Celes-
tine, landing in Ireland and beginning the great
work of_bringing an ontire nation into the true
fold. But why recsll the labors of Ire-
land’s great Apostle? Are they not familiar
to you a3 household words? Iut, siuce tue
children never tire listening to the praises of
the father, and since even a brief account of his
labors will reviva such bappy memories, let me,
in thetouchingaccents of Ireland’s moat eloquent
of modern orators, the immortal Father Burke,
hail the beginning of St. Patrick’s great apos-
tolate as he landed on the Irish shore: *‘Ob,
olden hour amoagst the hours, when the sands
f the Irish ehore first enbraced softly and lov-
ingly the beautiful foo:ipriots of him who
reached peace and good things; when
ses struck the rock and the gliatening
watsrs of salvation flowed through the desert
land, when the name, which was above all
names, first beard in the 0ld Celtic tongue, and
the Lord Jesus, entering upon his new inherit-
ance, exclaimed : “Thia is my restivg place for-
ever and ever ; here shall 1 dwell, becauee I
have chosen it.” Ibwae ta a pation, wot of un-
tutored Sarbarisus, bud of civilized, though
idolatrous, people, that Patrick came. The
oloquent spoaker then went on tn describe the
arrival of 8t Patrick in Irelond, and
how the people accepted the austerities
of the new religion, the srcrifices it ‘mposed
and the submisvon to revealed truth it de-
msanded. He came to them, having, as. St.
Paul expresses it, “put on the armour of God,
standing in all thingw: perfect, having his loina
girt about with truth, ana having on the breasst
Plate of justics, which his legt shod for the
preparation of the Gospel, taking the shield of
faith with which to extinguish the Gurts of the
wicked oas, taking unto him the helmes of gal-
vation and the sword of the spirit (which is
the word of (iod) by all prayer and supplica-
tion, praving at all times in the spirit."
Ephens IV, ii, 18.
The speaker thea went on to eloquently de-
scribe the manner in which the Irish people
had retained that faith. He said : Whatever
our shortcomings, our faults or failiogs have
been there is at Jeast one glory for our people.
That they have retained that faith, delivered to
them by St. Patrick, is &o palpable that auyone
‘who runs may read. No matter how they may
differ on this or_ that question in _their
volitical lifa. when it comes to & question ot
faith they are a unit. Thia 18 wore remarkable,
as but few nations can boast that they, at some
time or other, have nct admitted the errora of
hervsy smong them. In the tar Esat, the crib
of Christianity, how sad tbe hislory of its

people; in the West bow many a
nation have gamed _the leaves of its
religivus  history with a etin of

heresy. But for the Irish people alne that
-fault cannot be laid against them as anation,
though individually they bave proved wmfaith-
ful. 'This is more remarkable, asevery masible
means that comd be instituted againsy the
Irish people to rob them of their faith has been
used. The Danish invssion which for 300years
made Ireland a coustant battle field, the battles
for national existence that followed that mis-
sion, and the cruel era nf religious p:rsecution
which for 300 years affiicted the laad of 8¢,
Patrick, and the persecutions under Henry and
Elizabsth ; all these persecutions failed to rob
us of our faith. Other natiops bave kept the
faith and the pages of tneir relipious bjs-
tory are unsullied by the stain of heresy,
but I think no one can claim that thers is any
one nation which for over one thusand years
had to endurs such struggles to reiin that faith
which s0 maoy bave lost. But why rehearse
this sad history ? The fact #ill always re-
mein patent that the Iried people have
always kepb their faith and #ereby anawered
the prayer of their patron St. Patrick, “be fol-
lowarsof me.” They have rof only kept their
faith but they bave not evexyielded coe single
point. Their enemies robbd them of their lands
and then eneered st gg;’overty they caused.
Thoughthey gave uptheipsude, they steadfastly
retained their faith in apte 6f the penal laws and
all the injuriea and pan that was mﬂx‘cbefl upon
them by their enemies. In St. Patrick’s time
Ireln.n'dy? was_one of che most learned nations of
the world. From Fance, Germany, Spain, and
even Italy, thoussads came to be instructed m
her colleges. She waa the light of the world, il-
luminstad as abs was by the light of her faith,
and proud of te learning of her sons was ready
to :Enre it @ith others. When I hear the
gosfing remarks, the ignorant and poor Irisk, I
sonder.

The
eloquent speaker urged hia audience to endeavor
to make 1t a living faith and manifest it in
evary stage of life, and coacluded his sermon
with the following petoration :—

O, my dear brethren, what & debt of geatitude
do we not owe to eur patron saint for this grand
gift of faith bequeathed to us, for the means of
preserving it in the beautiful example of sub-
mission to Christ's representative on enrth, for
all the lemsons of our saint’s admirable life!
Bless his name; siog his praises; invoke his
intercession ; imitase his virtues; avoid. the
snares laid to rob you of your faith: avoid the
dangers that everywharae beset your virtue. Be
faithful to the precepts of faith. Let it
shine torth in every saction of your
life. And, as the years roll by, snd thie
Elorioua temples of the Moat High God which

ears our patron’s name, this temple, made b
hands, ahall crumble into dust, may the chil-
dren, who have worshipped in it bear the palm
of their victorious faith into that other temple,
not made with hands, eternal in Hesaven, and
laying them at their father’s feet deserve to
become themselvea hir joy aud his ccown and
companions of his happiness,

THE DECORATIONS.

The decorations throughout the city, and
eepecinlly along the route, are not so extensive
aain former years, This may be due to the fact
that the residents aro, for the majority, French
Canadians, still many of those citizens made
some display by deCorating their stores and
placing evergreens along the atreet, Com-
menocing along the line of procession
it was seen that on Craig street
Meszrs. Jensen and Tavsey were the only ones
making any display, they having flagn flying
and evergreens decorating the front of their
places of business. On Bleury street Messrs,
Elliot, grocer, and Bremner had s string of flags
across the streat, also Mr. M. P. Laverty,
grocer, and the Parillion restaurant made a dis-
play of green buntiog and small flags,
Mr, McMillan, grocer, and Mrs, Sum-
merhayes also made a grand gdisplay, but
outside of those just mentioned on Lleury
street there were no further decorations, St.
Catherine street was also bare, except at No,
1959 and &t the corner of St. Lawrence Main,
where the Clouthier House was sdorned with
stresmers ond flags. Across St, Catberine
streot Messrs Fogarty Bros, had a line
of flags, and palm trees’ decorated their
store fronb, Amongst other merchants who
decorated their atares with bunting,’ flags and
evergreens wore Memra.

bave her own parliament to legislate for the
Iriah, and that Gladstone had the sympathy
and good-will of the whole Frenoh-Canadians
of the Province, in the noble cause in which
he was working for the legialative liberties of
the noble and faithfrl people of Ireland.

France, especially before the
Revolution, has been represented as a singa-
Iarly temperate country, 'a fact to be ex-
plained, at least in part, by the constitutional
cheerfulness of that people, and by the pre-
valenoe of slmple and innocent gratifications
especlally among the pessantry. Men drink
to exceas very often to shake off depresaion,
or to satiefy restless thirat for agreeable ex-
citement; and these motives are excluded in
8 cheerful community. A gloomy atate of
soclety In which there are few innccert re-
creations may be expeoted to sh'wr i in
drunkennese, if opportunitiea arePh :ded.
The savage drinks to excess beosnae ah honrs
of sobriety are dull ana unvaried ; because in
loosing the consclousness of his condition and
hia existence he loses little which he withea
to retain, The labouring clawses aro most
exposed to intemperamce because th.y have
at present few other pleasureable excite-
mente. A man who, after toil, has resources
of blamelcas recrcation Is less tempted than
other men to seek self-oblivion. He has too
maay of the pleasures of » n'wn to take up
with those of & brute. Thuas tne enconrage-
mont of simple Innocent enjeyments is an
important means of tamperance,-—[ Dr, Chan-
n’ng.

are satisfied with this way of spending Sun-
day. It is not meant that the whole day is
to be paszed on one’s knees, or in the reci-
tation of long prayers; but it is meant thst
of this day a conalderably greater portion
than on secular days should be oocupied by
practices of plety. Hearing Masa devontly,
saylng the beads, reading the lives of the
Saints, not the lives of Dick Turpins and Jay
Gonlds, ipspiring by Christian stories the
love of God In children, a Catholic family
should live ite Sunday in an atmosphore of
Christian devotion, How delighful it is to
uee good parents surrounded by their chil-
dren, the father spending a portion of the
day instilling sound, Catholic principles in
the minds of bls bright, inguiring children,
the mother by her symathetic presence lend-
Ing & sweet influence to her hushand’s words,’
and the children in the plastic days of child-
bood drinking into thelr souls the saving
draughts of wisdom. Thus, the Indocr il's
of & good Cathollo family passes; and whan
the Sunday's out or outings come, the fam'ily
go together, and enjoy in unison of feel ing
the beautles of nature, In union Is stren zth,
and families thus united are permane ntly
happy.
