pished by rare eloguence and eratorical
offect, Weo have much pleusure, however, In
submlitting vo our readeras  report eapeclally
prepared for United Canada, of the Very
Rev. Father McGuckin's remarkable dis-
oourse op that memorable eccasion, He said :

It is not my (intentlon to detaln you more
than a few minutes. I oannot, however,
allow the present opportunity to pas with-
out saylag nomething ahout shis Unlversity.
Nor ehall I delay you to describe the wen-
derful progreas, both materfal and intelleo-
toal, of thiz the Qasen Province of the Do-
miufon., Ita material progress ls known to
sll. The flonrishing Univeralties ol Toronte,
Qaeen's, Viotoria and Trinity College, suffi-
siently thew the efforta which are belng made
by sur gapsrated brethren to pramotefintellec-
tus! advancement, As Catholice have done
their share to promote the material progresa
of the Dominton in_general and of this Pro-
vince In partlonlar, I doubt not that they avre
slso wiliing te contrlbnte genercuslly toward
the sucoess aund proaperity of this Oatholic
Univenity. Here Catbolle young men will
now be afforded all the facllities and adavan-
tages of a complete University eduction.
Thix Institation haa long been empowered by
the Parliament af the country to confer the
highest degrees in sriy, law and medicine,
but the crowning glory ban been bettowed
upon It by His Holiness Lee XIIL., In rals-
ing it to & place among those grest aud
poble Institutions—the Catholic Univeraities
of the world, Hitherto ths College of O:tawa
bas done great and good service to tbia
gountry, but hencsforth we may confidently
hepe, with the blessing of God, the Oathollic
University of Ottawa will render still greater
and higher serviceate both Ubarch and State,
and partionlarly to this Province of Qatarlo,

The want and usefulneas of such an Instita-
tlon far the Cathallca of this city and Pro-
vlanee do not require to be proved,

The keen sense of lose,
the prefound fecling of sorrow that agltates
ue in pennlog tteee linea are, we know, felt
by tnoussnde thronghont this and the ad-
joining country, whe litke ue, recogafzed in
the deoeased priest, not only a trusted and
uochanglng friend, but a father whose affec-
tlon was deep and tender. Aswa pausein
eadnens to contemplate the suddenness of the
blow zhat hse fallen upon the congregation of
which he was one of the patlarohs, the instl-
tuticn of which he wase the patron and sweet-
est glory ; the city of which he wansso dis-
tioguirhed a oitizen, and the cause of eduoa-
tion, of which he waua the devoted apostls,
we arc indeed foroibly und feelingly reminded

is alwaye matter for meditaticn aver deeper,
for dizcovery ever ampler and for admiration
sver bheller, But a taw weeks have passec
since we saw Father Tabaret, at the dedioa-
tioa nf St. Patrick’s Charch, Ottawa, and not
for years had we seen him so chee:ful, acl.
mated end seemiogly healtbful. At the
solema opezing of St. Peter’s Cathedral, In
Londco, on the 2Sth of June last, he waa one
of the honored visitors, filllng durlog the
ceremony the position of Ceaplain to the
Bishop of Hamilton, Butnow hels no mors.
The God In whouse service he has 8¢ long
labored hath in Hie Inscrutable wisdom osalled
him to hls reward, sud to the deoracs of that
wirdom we must bow our beads and lnolinc
our hearts,

Naver again will this worthy, kind and
true-hearted priest welceme to C:lloge Hall,
wish plensant smile and hearty greeting the
alomni whom he loved and whose course
through life ke so fondly followed, Father
Tabaret, has however, left in the mlanionary
and edacational aunnale of the Domialon a
name that will live as long a® troth and
jueifos are revered by men.
a tiibls character, hls a truly illastrious life,
Ia his relatlons with otber mep, whatever
thefr position, however unfortunata thelr lot,
he bora In mind that trash enunolated by
Carlyls : ‘Before we censure a man for ssem-
Ing what be Is not, we should be sure that we
know what he Is.’ Aud {n the great work of
Christlan edc-atlon Iz which his very heart
was centerzd, and his every thought, feellng
and sympathy enlisted, he songht to Incaleate
that whlch de Qalncey has so well putin
worda : *No man can be a great thinkor in
our days upon large and elaborate queations
withont being alao a great etudent.’ Dignity,
lave, complacency, the gonleman, the scholar
and the prlest were In him most agreeably
blended. Modesty marked every lneand
feature of his face. Never subject to false
excltement, he was above tha deceptive
emotione of relf glorification. Honore and
ocngratulations which he received served bat
to remind‘him of thehigh duties with which he
wat charged and,tel! him hew much fram him
was expected. His commandiag presence,his
rare merlt, wod cistingnished services to
Chorch and country marked him In every
angociatlon, hewever exalted and every
assembly, howeverd illuatriona, for respeot.
How applicable te him the lues of Dryden :

Mark his majestic fabric! He's a temple
Sacred by birth and buils by bands divine ;
His sonl’s the deity thav ledges there ;

Nor is the pile unworthy of the God.”

Could the Holy Father but witness the cere-
mony we are now participating in, beneath the
shadow of the Jegislative halls of our conntry,
would it not be balm for his wounded heart and
cheer for his epirit so munch in need of conso-
lation ?

The master hand of His Grace the Arch-
bishop of Obtawa has n'ready traced the early
life, and snbeequent labors, of our illustrious
founder. 1 sball not attempt to emulate that
brilliaot effort. Lset me but mention one little
incident, in his earliest career as a missionary,
which will reveal to thoughtful minda the
seoret of his gresy succeswes. The parish, if we
‘may so call the vas$ territory assigaed to him in
the Ottawa Qistrict, was but scantily supplied
in those daye with clergymen of any dennmi-
nation, Father Tabarev had too great a soul, and
sympathies too embracing, to confine his labors,
eolely, bo those of his own creed, His genial
disposition had won the lov&and ovufidensa of
theas outerde the pals of hin own congregarion,
aud whilst be said mass and preached for the
members of his Oatholia flock on Sunday morn-
ing, in the afternoon of the same day he, not
unfreqnently, epoke words of the broadest
Chrisvian charity to a congregation composed of
men of alisecte, { Applause. )In that mission hewas
beloved by all and, more than oace, he was call-
ed bo the bedside of a dying Christian, who bad
sent for him, not because he belooged to hia
church, but because he felt comforted by the
presencs of one whom all kmew was the em-
bédiment of many Ohriatian virtues. (Ap-
planse.)

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TOPLIFF'S FATAL JUMP.

A Youog Kingston Achool Teacher's Saddem
Taking off,

KinasToN, October 21.—Russell Topliff, a
Oollinsby school teacher, with two other young
men, wat to Napanee yesterday morning on a
freight train, In the evenwng aboue nine o’clock
they atorted down 1he rond to meet a freight
baucd eastward. Theyintended to jump aboard.
Tophff wan on the nurth sice of tom track aud
the others were on the south eide, The
latter failed to make the jump, aa the train was
moving too rapidly, but as they saw Toplifl
rpring, they came to the conclusioo that he had
clung to the car and gone on to Oolinsby, Thuy
retorned to Napanee and took the nexb train,
On reaching nome they enquired if Topliff
had returned, and learned Le had not. bis
morning the switchman, uvn proceediog down
the track near Naparces, saw & man sitting in
the culvert. Reaching down, he shook him and
asked him what he was doing there. Receivin
no reply, he made & closer inspection and foun
thas the man was dead. he remaine were
those of young Topliffi. The eyes were wide
open and ataring, and one hand was raised to
his neck, Oue leg was cut off below the knee
and the other at the thigh, while hicjhead and
face were badly bruised. It is thought that he
miesed his jump and, falling beneath the wheels,
got mutilatedj and then dropped into the cul-
vert. After the accideat he mansged to raise
himself to asitting pomtion, in which he was
discovered. The ipjuries wera such that he
omld not bave survived had be been discovered
and given medical attention immediately after
the accident,

_OVER 1,200 LIVES LOST.

8aN Franoisco, Ootober 19.—The stesmer
Civy of Pekin, from China aund Jsapan, brings
an account of 8 tidal wave in which nearly
twelve bundred persone loss their lives and two
thousand houses were washed away. On Sep-
tember 11th, the same day Yokohama was g0
severely damaged by a typhoon, » viclenu wind
and rain etorm oceurred at Hazugun snd
Aichikan, By two o'clack the sen had risen
several feeb above ordinary high tide, and just
nfter nightfall the waves mounted to a greab
height, washiog away the embankments and
levelling the buildings near the-shure. Shortly
afterward a wave fifteen feev higher than the
higheat of those that had preceded volled in
with a gread roar, washing away the re_mmmqag
ortion of the embankment, sud carrying with'
ib nearly all the houees of the village along the
beach. This waa done so suddenly that 1he in- -
babitanta had mo time to escspe. A$ Okudo,
all the honses, twenty-thres in unumber, were
wathed away, and out of 90 inbabitants 54 lost
sheir lives, At Jitzurokn, 40 huuses were wash- .
ed away, and 50 cut of she populstion of 250
were killed, At Ikutn Mura 120 houees were
washed away, about 20 broken upand 40 of
the inbabitants were killed. At Yonhide Mura:
385 out of 65 houses were washed away .and 628 -
of the population of 8,000 were kitled.. At Tuba.
Murs, conwaining 220 houses and & population - - -
of 1,180, 10 houses ‘wera broken'up and 10 per- .
