I. Duum.ndii that the Iraqi auihorities and accu-
pying forces immediately ceaie and desist
from taking third-State nationals hastage,
mistreoting and oppr.ssing Kuwaiti and third-
State notionols and any other actions, such as
those reported ta th. Security Council and
described above, that violat. th. decisions of
this Council, the Charter of the United Na-
tions, the Fourth Geneva Convention, the
Vienna Conventions on Diplomatic and Con-
sular Reltions and international Iaw;

2. hInvtes States ta collate subslantioted infor-
mation in their possession or submitted ta them
on the grave breaches by Iraq as per
paragraph 1 above and ta make this informa-
tion avoulable ta the Security Council;

3. ileoffinnu its drnnand thot Iraq immediately
fufil its obligations ta third-State nationals in
Kuwait and Iraq, indludisig the personnel of
diplamatkc and consular missions, under th.
Charter, th. Fourth Geneva Convention, th.
Vienna Conventions on Diplomatic and Con-
sulat Relations, general princiles of interna-
tional law and the relevant resolut ions of tb.
Council;

6. Rosfi rms its demand that Iraq immediotely
protect the safety and welI-being of diplomatic
and consular personnel and premises in
Kuwait and in Iraq, toke no action to hinder
these diplomatic and consular missions in 1he
performrance of their functians, including ac-
cess ta their nationail. and the protection of
their persan and interests and rescind its
orders for the closure of diplomotic and con-
sular missions in Kuwait and the wilhdrawal of
1h. immunily of their personnel;
