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FITNESS GANTS

Mr. Allan MacEachen, Minister of National Health
and Welfare, recently announced grants totaling
nearly $400,000 to national sports organizations
under the Fitness and Amateur Sport Programme.

About a third of the total will help the various
sports-governing bodies conduct regional, travelling
and national leadership clinics for athletes, coaches
and officiels. another $100,000 will assist such
bodies in holding national championships throughout
the country and most of the remainder will be used
to assist Canadian athletes competing in inter-
national competitions throughout the world.
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World Championships and British Empire Games, and
to help send teams to the World Trap-ShootingTour-
nament in Chile, and to the World Championships
in Germany.

Other organizations receiving grants under the
Fitness and Amateur Sport Programme include the
Boys Clubs of Canada, the Canadian Swimming
Association, the Canadian A chery Association, the
Canadian Camping Association, the Canadian Lawn
Bowling Council, the Canadien Table Tennis Asso-
ciation, the Canadian Women's Field Hockey Associa-
tion, the Royal Canadien Golf Union, and the Rugby
Union of Canada.

The total of the 18 grants announced by the Minister
recently was $388,404. This is the first group of
federal grants to help sports-governing bodies In
conducting their 1966 programmes.
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
