3. Section fifteen of the said Act is hereby repealed and 
the following is substituted therefor:—

"15. Any person who alters, destroys, erases or falsifies 
any declaration or other document, or any marks placed 
on the containers by an inspecting officer prescribed for 5 
use under the provisions of this Act, or under the regula­
tions, shall be liable to a penalty of not less than twenty 
dollars and costs, and in default of payment to imprison­
ment for a term of not less than two months, or both, 
and not more than five hundred dollars or six months’ 10 
imprisonment, or both.”

4. This Act shall come into force on the first day of 
January, 1932.
