That is the only answer I
need.

Has the government received
any assurance from, or been given any under-
taking by, General Motors Corporation, in
keeping with the agreement, that there will be
additional production in other lines in
Canada for export to the United States to
offset this decline in production at home?

Mr. Olson: Mr. Speaker, if I may make
some representation to Your Honour about the
urgency and importance of the matter, there
appeared in the press yesterday and today a
positive statement from General Motors that
they are ceasing production in Canada of two
of their very popular models. I think this
house has the right ta know whether the
government has had an assurance, in keeping
with the agreement, that this decline in that
particular line of production is going to be
offset by some other exports.
