"Uncertain problems” did not appear to be gufficiently definite %o
waste much time over and like all the other problems Was left un-

solved. The council left the matter of the locality for the next

conference undecided, except with & large gesture that it would be
in the Orient, which is about as definite a conclusion as could be
expected.

The idea of the institution owes its birth to Honolulu, and as
an advertisement for this thriving city, is good business, 1% is
supported by American Hawaiin interests, it will have & large staff
Jocated here which is further good business, and it will be support-
ed by assessments on all national councils.
