Lastly, the sometimes almost insnper-
ahlo didienlty of distinguishing between volcanic rocks of different
j)eriods when they have suffered a like degree of metaniorphism, and
the inappropriatenesH of attempting to apply lithological standards,
which have in eastern America or elsewhere been found locally useful
in distinguishing between different series of crystalline rockh, in a
region characterized by the abundance of easily crystallizablo
volcanic materials, and in which rocks of as late date as the
Carboniferous have suffered a degree of raetamorphism comparable
to that of the Iluroniau or altered Quebec group of Eastern Canada.
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
