The board will wait until then before
deciding upon insisting upon.the com-
pany securing an immediate introduc>
tion of power from Hydro-Electric
Commission.

The trouble about the latter is that
it is not of the same cycle a8 the Cat-
aract, and an expensive transforming
station would have to be built before
power could be supplied that would
operate the plants of the local factor-
ies. ot

LONDON, Feb. 22.—A sub-committee
of the education committee of the Lon-
don County Council presented a report
at a meeting of that body to-day, con-
taining a revised list of books for the
school lending libraries. Ameng the
pooks struck off the list by the sub-
committee were biographies of Abra-
ham Lincoln, Benjamin Franklin and
George Washington, and the book
“From Log Cabin to White House.”

Asked to explain the reason for this
elimination, John Dennison Peénder,
chairman of the committee, sald that
the books were fegarded as objection-
able on account of “their extreme lack
of refinement and also because they
were written in American and ex-
tremely vulgar American at that.’

The report was referred back to the
sub-committee.

#/ILL RUN TRAINS .BY PHONE

C P. R. Extending Service Between
Toronto and London,

The Canadian Pacific Railway will,
on March 1, commence the operation
by telephone of their train service be-
tween Toronto and London, a distance
of 114 miles. The work of installing
the plant is about completed. There
wil be 228 miles of double copper wire
covering the distance both ways, and
phoenes will be installed in 25 stations.

Following this a telephone system
of train service will be installed on
the Port Burwell, St. Thomas and St.
Mary’'s branches and later between To-
ronto and Smith’s Falls.  The C.P.R.
are at present operating 1500 miles of
track by telephone. ’

Editor World: I quote from your
editorfal, “The Americans are willing
to sacrifice their tariff for their coun-
try. Sir Wilfrid Laurier asks us to
sacrifice our country for a tariff.”

These words deserve to be set in gold
and every patriotic member of the Bri-
tish Empire should engrave them (ieep
in;r) their hearts.

By giving to their products a Juicker
and cheaper accesg to the British
markets, said farmers would be fully
as much (if not more) benefited as they
would be by any reciprocity agree-
ment that these provinces might enter
into with the United States. Well,
then, give the western farmers a

‘ quicker and cheaper access to the Bri-

tish markets by pushing to a prompt
completion the Hudson Bay Railway.

Even British Columbia farmers, who
would be the least benefited, would
then have to pay in transportation
rates to London, only about one-third
of what they would have to pay for
rail transportation to New York, and
within two years, upon the completion
of the Panama Canal, they will be
able to transport, by water, grain from
British Columblia to London for about
one-half the price that it would cost
them to carry their products to Chi-
cago. If you do not quite agree with
these statements because you are not
familiar with American railway condi-
tions and the way this combine extor-
tionates the people, let me tell you
that it is cheaper . to forward goods

| from Denver, Colorado, to New York

via- S8an Francisco and the Panama
Isthmus, than it is direet to New York.
