American or Japanese members. The 
British do not wish to add to their 
present burdens by taking part of the 
continental burdens, while Japan be­
lieves that she should < hold aloof 

, from European Indebtedness.
It was at first suggested that this 

reapportionment of war debts be in­
corporated in the treaty of peace, but 
because of difference of opinion, this . 
suggestion has been given up, and the 
present suggestion contemplates a 
^apportionment of the debts under 
the financial section of the league of 
nations, which was reported favor­
ably on Friday.

Neither suggestion, however, has 
yet been passed upon by the supreme 
council or the plenary conference for 
the magnitude of the proposals lead to. 
the belief that there will be a very 
full discussion before any such mea­
sure assumes definite form.

Establish International Exchange
Another heading of. the financial 

report concerns the method of estab­
lishing internatlônal exchange, which 
has been seriously deranged 
the world by war conditions, 
stiance of paper currehey and other 
measures. Another heading Is the 
possibilities of Inter-allied loans from 
neutral states, as it is understood that 
neutrals have large stocks of money 
which may assist in the readjustment 
of world finances.

The articles concerning enemy 
. financial interests in backward com­

munities covers such countries as 
Morocco, Turkey, and China, and what 
should be done with the German Bag­
dad railway and German concessions 

• in éhantung and other parts of 
China.

Most of the foregoing subjects are 
being considered with a view of per­
manent conditions after the war. altho 
the' requirements concerning the war 
and pre-war debts of the enemy may 
figure in the treaty of peace.

The economic report presented to 
•the council was similarly compre- 
lienalve, covering the vast economic 
readjustment following the war. It 
proposes an extensive inquiry with re­
spect to raw materials, their surplus 
and shortage in various countries 
with a view to stabilizing exports and 
imports, according to the world’s 
needs.

The most important subject men­
tioned relates to equality of trade op­
portunities. This does not affect 
tariffs or customs among thê various 
nations, but seeks to end trade dis­
crimination, unjust stale 
dumping methods and favored nation 
treatment.

Owing to the extent of the reports 
presented, discussion by the council 
is expected to take considerable time.

The peace conference commission 
on International labor legislation held 
its seventeenth and eighteenth meet­
ings under the chairmanship of 
Samuel Gomperfc, according to an 
official announcement made today.

After completing consideration of 
the article in the British draft dealing 
with the method of electing .a. govern­
ing body for . the international labor 
office, the commission Same to a de­
cision under which countries with 
federal constitutions could adhere to 

, international labor conventions. The 
commission adopted the preamble of 
the draft of the International labor 
convention, and thon passed thé con- 

I verition subject to a further reading 
for final approval.
