The unfortunate lad, who was 813 years
of age, left bis home, 266 Adelaide-street
west, in company with his elder brother,
and with another boy, the lads went down
to the Waterworks slip.

jecting close to the water, Hanging on
to the dock with gne hand, the venture-
some lad dipped his cap in the water with
the other, and, overbalancing, fell in.

Coroner Greig was notified, and, after
golng Into the circumstances of the case,
decided that an inquest was unnecessary.
He strongly recommends that some form
of life-saving apparatus be placed on the
Waterworks dock, particularly as so many
beys .go there now to catch the bathers'
free ferry.

South Wales, accompanied by his secre-
tary, Mr. Duncan E. Camerbn, son of Sir
Roderick Cameron, was in the city on Sat-
urday. :

He was conducted around the city by
Premier Hardy, after which he was enter-
taired at luncheon. He left for Niagara
Falls in the evening, leaving there to-day
for Vancouver, whence he will sall for
home on the S8th inst., intending to reach
Sydney in time for the Federation conven-
tion, which opens on the 2nd of September,

In speaking of the denunciation of the

Geiman treaties by Great Britain, Mr.
Reid said that it is a
rection and one ich cannot help baut
have good results. “‘British trade with
Germany is not very great,” continued Mr.
Reid, “‘and increases little. The good to
the Empire must be taken to counterbal-
ance any disadvantage which may arise ir
Germany retaliates. The denunciation 1s
in accordance with a resolution adopted at
the -conference . of - the colonial Premiers
with Mr. Chamberlain after the most care-
ful consideration.”

In reference to the question of Austra-
lian federation. Mr, Reid said that he re-
garded the project as certain of accom-
plishment sooner or later,

With regard to the Pacific cable project,
the prospects are not so bright as for-
merly. A cable is. being suggested be-
tween Gr(;né Britain and Australia by way
of the Cupe.’ which would be entirely on
British territory.

Before parting, Mr. Reid said, In speak-
ing of free trade in Canada, it would be
much more difficult to establish it here
than it was in New.South Wales. Vested
interests are entitled to consideration, but
he was of gpinion that a gradually declin-
ing tariff extending over 20 years might
meet the case.

THE LAMBETH CONFERENCE.

Archbishop of Camterbury Will Not be
Transformed Into a Pope - No
Centralizing Tendeney, .

New York, Aug. 1.—A special cable des-
patch from, London to The Tribune says:

The Lambeth conference holds its final
service on Monday., The fears-of timorous
churchmen that the Archbishop of Canter-
bury would be transformed into an Angli-
can patriarch or pope have broved entirely
unfounded ; the trend of the proceedings
has not been in the direction ef absolut-
ism or centralization. ' The proposal for
creating a tribunal of reference has Deen
dropped ; the character of the conference
as a voluntary body without the power
of enforcing its resolutions has not Teen

changed. A resolution has been adopted
in favor of forming a central consulative
Lody, and the Archbishop of Canterbury
has been empowered to take steps to carry
it into effect ; but this can hardly be des-
cribed as a form of centralization in chureh
government. Synods or other ‘church au-
thorities can ask for counsel or informa-
tion if they choose,. but they will remain
at liberty to aceept or disregard it at their
own pleasure. On the other hand, the oath
of obedience of the colonial bishops to tue
Archbishop of Canterbury will be made
less rigorous if the recommendations of
the conference be carried into effect, and
their dioceses’ will be rendered more inde-
pendent of control than they now are.
One excellent bit of work has been the ac-
tion in favor of readjusting missionary
jurisdiction in China, Japan and elsewhere,
8o that only one bishop, whether English
or American, can be in a single distriet.
A resolution has been adopted affirming
the value of the prineiple of internationail
artitration, and welcoming it as an indi-
cation of a more enlightened public opin-
ion

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THAT DINNER IN PARIS

At Which Sir Wiifrid Laurier Was the
Chief Orator - Frenchmen Took Him
Good-Nataredly.

New York, Aug. 1.—A Paris corres-
pondent, ‘writing under date of July 20,
says: :

The dinner given to the colonial pre-
miers by the British Chambers of Com-
merce has had a certain political impor-
tance_ attributed to it, ‘mainly owing to
the plain speaking of Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier, the Canadian Premier. Sir Wil
frid Laurier speaks perfect K'rench, with
a strong American accent. He resem-
{bles Sardou, and also Joseph, that fam-
ous chef who was once in the domestic
service of Mr. Vanderbilt. His panegy-
ric of France was not less eloquent
than his eulogy of Great Britain, but
he made it extremely clear that French-
Canadians were determined to be loyal
|to their adopted country, and though
| they cherished at Quebee, “as the apple
|of their eye,” the old Nrench monarchi-
{cal banner, under which the soldiers of
General Montcalm had met Wolfe's
Englishmen, they were, in Vietor Hu-
{g0’s words, “still faithful to the double
blood, faithful to the nation that gave
us Fﬁo,\fa'rthful to the nation that gave
|us_hberty.”
| __On the question of Iiberty he gave his
French hearers, who included the two
