“The undersigned deem it desirable 

that a national conference be convened 
at an early date to consider the fut.ire 
foreign policy of the United States, - he 
war with Spain gives promise of the 

‘.overthrow of Spanish power in Cuba. 
0‘orto Rico, th? FbiBppmes and |the 
'other of the country’s colonial posses- 
«fons. The question of what disposition 
the United States should make of these 
spossessions when peace Is reached is 
none too soon in engaging the thought 
of our people. .

“This question impresses ns as being 
one of the most serious the American 
people have had to consider. It is a new 
(question and one upon which heretofore 
Very little thought has been given by 
the great majority of the people- 
[Whether the foreign policy of the 
•fathers’ should be adhered to or de­
parted from is enough -to challenge the 
most serious consideration of our ablest 
and most thoughtful men. In our 
opinion this conference should be com­
posed of men from all parts of the 
country, without regard to party affllia- 
Hion and irrespective of whether they are 
for or against a policy of territorial ex­
pansion, and men whose ability, position 
and character entitle their opinions to 
the respectful consideration of the 
people.”

The circular letters sent out by Chair­
man Henry Wade Rogers and Secretary 
Ralph Beasley, asking for signatures, 
stated .that neither the genesis nor con­
duct of the war would bp discussed nor 
any political cast be given the proceed­
ings. the object being entirely educa­
tional. The responses were prompt and 
enthusiastic.

! Reserve Wheat Is Scares.
The present supply of available reserve 

wheat 1» said to be the lowest known for 
many years past, and probably by Aug.
1 not a single bushel of this reserve will be 
obtainable. In this country at least. On the 
other hand, the production of wheat this 
year throughout the world may be Ihe larg- 

record. Here, at least, it promises 
to ecllp.e that of previous years.

“On July 1 of this year," said 
Greens, managing editor of Bradstreet’s, 
“the amount of available reserve wheat Iu 
this country and Canada was within 2900 
bushels of being the lowest on record since 
1885. The amount held east of the Rocky 
Mountains was the smallest since 1889, al­
though the stock on the Pacific Coast was 
heavier than In any of the preceding 14
^ “The aggregate of American wheat sup­
plies on July 1 was very small, being 7,000,- 
000 bushels less than that held last July, 
and but one-third the amount available on 
July 1. 1896. The low water mark in the 
American reserve Is usually reached about 
Aug. 1, and present Indications are that the 
first of August this year will bring the al­
ready depleted holdings down to an un­
precedentedly low point. Despite large ar­
rivals of new wheat last July this coun­
try's visible supply was reduced 2,000,000 
bushels. As to the present month the ar­
rivals will have to be exceptionally large 
to make up for loss in old stocks.

“Regarding European supplies, the total 
holdings on July 1. namely, 58,600,000 bush­
els, were only 8,300,000 bushels in excess 
of ’a year ago. At the beginning of the 
present month they were only 12,000.000 
bushels less than at the beginning of the 

The decrease In American holdings, 
as compared with last year, has been 
about counterbalanced by the Increased 
holdings in Europe. The total visible re- 
g$»rve wheat in the United States, Canada, 
Europe and afloat on Jnly 1, was Ipm than 
80.000.000 bushels,as against about 100,000,- 
000 bushels held on June 1. and more than 
7S.O00.000 bushels last July.

"The falling off from July 1. 1806, 4s 
about 45.060.000 bushels; from July 1. 189.>. 
It Is 68,000.600 bushels, and from July 1, 
1803. 72.000,006 bushels.

"Up to July 1 of this year, the total re- 
serve held In Europe or bound to European 
ports was 58,600,000 bushels: In Australia. 
3.800,000 bushels: lit the principal ports of 
Argentina. 1.400,000 bushels nnrtin the 
United States and Canada, 21.004.000 bush­
els. As these are the principal wheat pro­
ducing countries, the world's available re­
serve wheat, on July 1, 1898, is estimated 
to have be«>. 84,804.000 bushels, or 22,600.- 
000 bushels less than that held on June 1, 
In these countries; 49.000.000 bushels less 
than rite supply on Jaa. 1. 1898. and only 
4 700.000 bushels larger than the visible 
supply on July 1, 1807, the latter date 
marking the lowest point ever reached iu 
the world's supply.
