Coming fo
Gore Bay from London some fifteen
years ago, he began business in the
drug line. To-day he is one of the
prosperous men of the island. His
drug store is of metropolitan propor-
tigps; he owns the handsomest stone
business block in the town, and is the
agent of the Northern Navigation Co.
He is one of the most alert politicians
in Manitoulin, and, with Price, R. J.
Porter, Dr- Johnston and a few other
choice spirits of. Gore Bay, contributes
very materially to the success of the
party here. McGregor enjoys a joke,

and the spectacle of bitter Conserva- |

tives refusing to speak to Gamey after
The Globe interview, when he knew
what was in the air, tickled him im-
mensely.
