Medical Council Will Seek Legisla:
tion to Compel Printing of

The Ontario Medical Council sat yester-
day, both morning and afternoon, and will
conclude this morning. Both of. yestes-
day's sessions were well attended, and
some animated discussions took place 03
the reports presénted.

The committee on compliints chosen to
deal with the protests of 24 students, who
claimed that justice had not been done
them in their examinations, sustained® the
decisions of the examiners {n every ¢ase,
excepting that of F. A. Aylesworth, who
took Ris primary, intermediate and final ex-
aminations tegether. The committee recome
monded that his claim be allowed.

Changes in Examinations,

A resolution, moved by Dr. Johnson and
seconded by Dr. Macdonald, was referred
to the education committee. It recommend-
ed that the subjects of medical jurisprn-
dence and sanitary sciénce should for the
purpose of examination be considered as
separate and distinct subjects, and that ex-
antiners be appointed in each. It also re-
commended that the epring examinations
in Toronto and Kingston be changed from
the. second to the third Tuesday in May.
To the education committee was also réle-
gated the suggestion of the committee on
complaints, of which Dr. A. Jukes Johnson
was chalrman, that in futare in all oral
examinations two examiners should be pre-
sent together with one member of the medi-
cal council, and that the examiners should
not be appeinted from the same university.
