AMBULANCES.A distinctly hopeful tone_ character­

ised the address delivered by E. J. 
Freyseng, chairman of the Toronto 
branch of the Canadian Manufaoburçjref 
Association, -a* the annuel meeting of 
the branch yesterday afternoon.

“The future Is brightened," he said, 
‘ as we look around us and see on 
ever hand abundant evidences of good 
crops, which only require a continuance 
of the fine weather we have been en­
joying to ensure the realization of a 
bountiful harvest. It Is true we cannot 
regain the high level of 1906 and the 
earty part of 1907 as quickly as we lost 
It, but without being unduly optimistic, 
I think I am safe to predicting a gra­
dual recovery In business, which will 
cause us to forget the worries of the 
past few months In the busy whirr of 
our factory wheels in the months to 
follow. Already the crop prospect* are 
restoring confidence, money is easier, 
and business in many lines of manu­
facturing is improving. Let us hope 
that prospects for good harvests in the 
west, on which so much depend, will 
be realized.

Showed Necessity of Inspection.
“It only needed a sudden industrial 

depression,” iMr. Freyseng added, “such 
as we have experienced, to prove the 
fqgce of the manufacturers’ arguments 
for increased protection on certain 
lines, by showing how, Inadequate were 
the present duties to keep the home 
market."

The dumping clause had been slow 
In action. Altho the government had 
shown commendable activity, machin­
ery would have to be devised to make 
undervaluation of good* more easily 
detected and bo prevented.

The number of unemployed In Toron­
to during tha-winter had been largely 
augmented by the publicity given to 
the city’s generous charitable relief by 
the newspapers.

“Toronto Is not getting her proper 
share of the Increased production of 
the past few years, and I have no hesi­
tation In saying that this Is attribut­
able* to great part to the unwise re­
strictions which surround manufactur­
ing here,” said Mr. Freyseng.

"Toronto has far more general ad­
vantages than any of the places men­
tioned. but she lecke the paramount 
advantage of being free from restric­
tive bylaws. The manufacturers of this 
city, I am sure, sympathize with the 
commissioner of Industries on Me ef­
forts to secure new industries, and I 
think his success is remarkable In the 
face of the great handicaps he work» 
under.

"The Toronto manufacturer is breed 
enough to support anything which 1» 
going to confer a benefit on the com­
munity. but he does not see why he 
Should suffer at the expense of his 
competitors In Montreal, Hamilton, 
London, or other places in Canada, as 
is now the case, as a result of several 
restrictive city hylawe. It is to be hop­
ed that the council will go slowly in 
introducing further measures of this 
nature.” <

NORTH TORONTO. June 25.—A spe­
cial council meeting was held to-night 
In connection with the proposed appli­
cation to the railway commission re 
the Metropolitan Railway.
