The highest priced choir singer in the 
world is Corinne Rider Kelsey, who re­
ceives $4,000 a year from the First Church 
of Christ Scientist in New York for sing­
ing once every Sunday nine months in 
the year, according to an interesting ar­
ticle appearing in Hampton’s Magazine. In 
her single person sne is the whole choir 
and the entire appropriation for vocal 
music goes to her.
