WHAT’S A MAN TO DO?

(Toronto Globe, 'Wednesday)
\Chanoellor O. C. 8. Wallace submitted
his resignation to the Board of Governors
of MdMaster University yesterday wmora-
ing, and it was accepted by them to take
effect at the end of the academic year in
September. Dr. Wallace has accepted a
call to the First Baptist Church, Lowell,
Mass., and will return to the ministry.

In his letter to the Boand of Governors
the Chancellor said:

"When ten years ago you called me to
the Chancellorship of MdMaster Univer-
sity I at first refused, because I was reluct-
ant to leave the pastorate, and because ) ¢
hesitated to undertake duties that were
strange to me. Subsequently, wwhen per-
suaded that I might do my work here as
one who served in the ministry, and when
given many assurances that 1 could de-
pend upon the sympathetic and steadfast
co-operation of the teaching and govern-
ing bodies, I cheerfully, though trembling-
1y, took up the burden of toil and respon-
sibility. On the whole T have found sat-
isfaction and happiness in serving here,
and in the years to come I shall remember
with pleasure and thanksgiving what we
have achieved during these ten years.
For some time, however, the conviction

has been growing. upon me that God

would not require me to spend all the
rest of my life under the burden of care
which is inseparable from my present of-
fice, and that I might soon return to the
pastorate. In this I have been influenced
by the fact that certain brethren with
qualifications for the Chancellérship, who
ten years ago might have been thought too
young for the position, have that disquall-
fication no longer, and the further fact
that if ever I am to return to the pastor-
ate I should do so before I am much older
On many acsounts I should have preferred
to ocontinue at McMaster a year or two
longer, until eome of the questions now
requiring attention were settled, but @
call to a church in which there is e large
opportunity for the kind of service that 1
fove, and in 'which I can hope to be useful,
has constrained me to believe that the
time for ime to make the change is now. i
therefore resign the
McMaster University and the professor
ship of homiletiocs and pastoral theology,
the resignation to take effect ab the ex-
piration ot the tenth year of my connec-
tion with the unmiversity.

Rev. O. C. 8. Wallace became Chan-
cellor of McMaster in 1895, and his fenure
of office has been marked by an all-round
strengthening of the university. Qastle
Memorial Hall has been built, the faculty

| enlarged, an athletic field secured, the |
general

college interests solidified and the

strength of the institution increased. Dr.
Wallace was born in Canaan, N. 8, in
1857. ‘At the age of fifteen he began to
teach school, and two years later preach-
ed for the Baptist Church in Chelmsford,

was educated at ‘Worcester Academy, Ac-
adia University and Newton Theological
Seminary, and in 1885 became the ordain-
ed pastor of the First Baptist Church,
Lawrence, Mass. There he labored for six
years, until in 1891 he was called to Bioor
Street Baptist Church, Toronto, which
charge he resigned in 1895 to enter upon
the leadership of McMaster.

Dr. Wallace will take to his ministry in
Lowell the wealth of a wide experience,
a ripe scholarship end a good constitution.
He is known as a preacher of power, and
of familiarity with the best thoughts of
the time. ' The church to which he goes
has a membership of over 1,200, and offers
a large field for talent and labor.
