Letter of Interest From Lieut 
Frank Tingley

HE WAS HIT IN LEG
Tells of Stirring Scenes in Great 

Battle and Relates Something 
•f Life on the Fighting Line

Lieutenant Frank Tingley writes to 
his parents, Mr. and Mrs. A. J. Tingley 
of Moncton:—

went. The gas fumes were pretty bad, 
but up until the time we left, the Ger­
mans had not left their trenches.

“On arrival at the battery I found 
that the orders to move into reserve had 
been cancelled, presumably on account of 
an expected German attack, so it was 
a case of going to the observation sta­
tion again. This time I chose another 
station, more in line with the battery 
and target, as the old one was too much 
to a flank to see our fire well. So at 8 
a. m. I started out with Humphrey, 
Wellington and Cpmeau (all Moncton) 
to find one. Having, decided on an old 
brick house 100 yards from Wielte we 
got our wire run and, everything ready 
by 5 a. m. and started firing at 7 a. 
m- The Germans Started to shell the 
road in front of our station at noon 
and as the battery had stopped firing on 
account, of broken wire I sent Wellington 
back over the wire to fix it up while Co- 
meau and ,1 got in a shed * barn behind 
the house, but it wasn’t good enough. 
They put one through the roof, getting 
me in the left knee, left hand -and right 
arm. Oomeau was hit somewhere about 
the head, but I don’t know exactly 
where. We started out the back of the 
house, across the fields and had gone 
about 200 yards when they dropped an­
other one over the house, and about forty 
yards behind m, but fortunately it burst 
on graze-

Comeau fainted but a party of stretch­
er bearers got him, so I went along to a 
wood in which there was a dressing sta­
tion and got patched up. My knee had 
stiffened lip so by this time that they 
insisted on putting me on a stretcher, 
and taking me to the main dressing sta­
tion, where I stayed until seven p. m. 
during which time the Germans shelled 
the road and the dressing station. Then 
began wbat I think was one of the fast­
est rides in my life, through the neck of 
the German bottle (Ypres) to Poper- 
inghe. That was the most painful of 
all , as the roads were full of shell holes 
and speed was the main factor. At Pop- 
eringhe I stayed in a hospital till 2 a. m. 
then to Hazeboruck and to' Bailleul till I 
p. ra. the following day when they put me 

hospital train for Boulogne. Od 
the train the doctors haij to file my ring 
off to prevent gangrene. One qf the doc­
tors was Hughes, a friend of Ned Mc­
Carthy’s.

“On arrival at Boulogne, I was put in' 
No. 7 stationary hospital and wrote you 
from there.
Sumner’s Thoughtfulness

May 14th—“Was Interrupted in my 
ter yesterday to have my wounds dress­
ed and afterwards had a visit from Mr. 
Turnbull, who is representing Mr. F. 
W. Sumner, in Lotion at present. He 
informed me that ^Mr. Sumner, the 
agfcnt general for îSw Brunswick in 
London, lias very kindly placed his car 
at the disposal of Canadians, and Is go­
ing to get Fred Corbet to run in and see 
me in a few days. I don’t expect to be 
able to take advantage of the offer for 
a few weeks.

“I don’t think Til ever forget the trip 
in the hospital ship from Boulogne to 
Dover. We Stayed aboard all night in 
Boulogne, sailing the next morning at 
ten with 608, including forty officers who 
were placed together on the main deck 
forward. It being just a few days after 
the Lusitania disaster, a sharp lookout 
was kept for submarines, and everyone 
was relieved when we ran between the 
white cliffs at Dover, then on to a hos­
pital train leaving Dover at six p. m. We 
arrived at Charing Cross at eight to be 
met by a long string of ambulances with 
stretcher bearers and nurses.

Too much cannot be said in favor of 
the Red Cross and the system they have 
worked out to convey wounded with 
speed, safety and comfort from the fir­
ing line to London, then to be distribut­
ed according to Hie injury, to hospitals 
and convalescent homes throughout 
England.”

“Weymouth House 
London, Eng., May 18. 

“Dear mother and Father:—
“In London again, and I am getting 

along nicely. I am to sit up for a while 
this afternoon, to see If I will be able 
to take a taxi trip for another X-ray ex­
amination to-morrow. My leg is on a 
straight splint now and at times is a 
little painful, but I am getting quite 
used to it, and lose very little sleep.

VI will try to explain our movements 
in France to you, but it will be diffi­
cult as my maps were all left in my 
saddle wallets in France.”

The writer then continues:— j “At. last we got word that the British 
were to relieve the French in the salient 
around Ypres, the artillery to relieve by 
half batteries at a time, so Major Ander- 

, son found himself for one day in com- 
I mand of two British I8-pounders and 
two French 75’s. When this relief was 
half completed the Germans started a 
fiirlous attack on the Algerians on the 
left of the salient, using their famous 
gas to open the ball. The Algerians im­
mediately gave grodnd, allowing the Ger­
man Infantry to come in within 800 
yards of our artillery. I was at the for­
ward. observing station at the time and 
got a telephone message to rejoin 'the 
battery at once. The battery was or­
dered to retire about one and pne half 
miles to Wieltze and take up a position 
to cover the retreat. In order to do this 
we had to go down a road on the edge 
of the salient under heavy rifle Are.

“It was here that George McDougall 
'was killed, just as we left our position 
and turned into the road. We stayed 
in the position at Wieltze 
and then were ordered back to our or­
iginal position. The enemies’ infantry 
hid been driven back, but the artillery 
kept up a furious bombardment of the 
road evidently trying to block it with 
dead horses and in some places they 
must have almost succeeded.

"Up to this time the Canadian in­
fantry had not come up, but now they 
were thrown in to stop the rest of the 
German infantry and they did fine work, 
but they must have paid dearly for it, 
as they came back through our position 
in all sorts of conditions and most of 
them nearly dead with gas, but they 
bad done what they had to do and both 
•sides dug themselves in, the Germans 
having gained considerable ground and 
the town of St. Julien.

“The battery was again ordered to 
drop back to a position one mile in 
front of Yprts. In this position we 
were subject to artillery fire from all 
quarters excepting in a direct line with 
Ypres. The shells from the rear were 
more to be dreaded than those from the 
front, as the range from tins quarter 
seemed shorter and it was from this 
quarter that we got most of our casual­
ties. In dropping back to this latter 
position we used the road on the op­
posite side of the salient from that used 
on our first retirement. I think thé Ger­
man artillery must have been laying on 
ns with open sights when we wqre go­
ing back this road as they seemed to 
put them just where they wanted to. 
They got a direct hit on one of the guns 
belonging to the 2nd Battery, which 
was attached to us for the time being, 
killing both wheel horses and their 
driver. All our own guns got clear.

“My horse was hit twice with shrap- 
nell, but I didn’t know it till later. We 
lost only one man in this retreat and 
another just as we were coming into 
our next position.

“Our target from this position was in­
fantry trenches to the west of the village 
of St. Julien. I was sent out again by 
Major Anderson as observing officer, 
and stayed for three days in a dug-out 
in front of St. Julien, a short distance 
behind our infantry trenches. The sec­
ond day in the dugout a German aero­
plane was brought down just back of 
our trenches, and both the pilot and ob­
server were taken prisoners. That night 
the infantry ran the aeroplane back and 
left it alongside our dugout, in full view. 
Of course the German artillery took it 
on at daylight and made rather a'mess 
of it We had to stay at the bottom of 
the dugout, and hardly dare look out 
all the morning.

“Thàt morning I got a telephone mes­
sage from Major Anderson to return to 
the battery at night, and the 8th were 
going into reserve to get patched up,
I had planned to leave the dug-out at 
6 p. m., and was just getting my things 
together, and thought I would take an­
other peek at the trenches, and saw 
the clouds of their gas coming towards 
our trenches. Just at that moment our 
telephone line to the battery was cut. 
We stayed in the dug-out till 6.80» p. 
m hoping they would send somebody 
from the battery to fix it. Failing to get 
connection at 6.80 we started back, the 
•telephonists taking up the wire as we

DROWNED YESTERDAY A JESS WILLARD!Ottawa, May 80—The Canadian mili­
tia reserves, aggregating something over 
800,000 men, most of them between the 
ages of 88 and 60 years, are to be or­
ganized under the direction of a special 
commission of militia officers appoint­
ed by the militia council. These re­
serves represent the men who were for­
merly members of the active militia, but 
who have retired, after having had more 
or less training.

The first step will probably be the 
registration of ah militia reservists, along 
the lines suggested in the report made 
on the Canadian militia by General 
French some years ago.

ARMY OF ITALIANS IN 
STATES EAGER TO RGHT

Four Hundred Thousand Reserv­
ists Expected to Respond to Call

New York, May 29—Four hundred 
thousand trained Italian reservists from 
the United States are expected to respond 
to their nation’s call to the colors.

Seventy-five thousand of these reserv­
ists, it is estimated, live in Greater New 
York, and will be the first to embark. 
The Italian consulate here was confid­
ent that this city would furnish not few­
er than 26,000 more able and enthusiast­
ic volunteers.

It can be stated authoritatively that 
Italian officials In this country feel con­
fident that the number of Italians here 
subject to military duty will be swelled 
by not less than one-fourth through vol­
unteers on whom Italy has no claim for 
military service. . >

Eager Italians have flocked to the con­
sulate to enroll and to urge that they 
be sent among the-first.

While Vice Consul Siletti said that no 
official order had been received calling 
the reservists living in the United States 
to the colors, Erccole Cantelmo, editor 
of the II Giournale Italiano, said that 
the issuance of the call is now a matter 
of hours only.

“The enthusiasm which my country­
showing is pleasing and aston­

ishing,” said-the vice consul. “We kndw 
tiiat not only the reservists are eager to 
go to the firing line, but men upon whom 
my country has no claim for military 
duties at all are volunteering in great 
numbers."
