As quickly as the battle developed with
200 members océupying free ringside
seats, it subsided, and ended, as most
fistic struggles do, with the principals

shaking hands. Dempsey carried a

scarlet spot on his left cheek.

Differences between Dempsey and the
new champion Oliver, arose over the
depth of the channel in the East River.
Mr, Dempsey favored a 40-foot channel
from Upper East River to Throgs Neck.
Mr. Oliver said that this depth was not
necéssary and 'thirty-five feet a portion
of the way was sufficient. e

This angered Mr. Dempsey, who be-
came more impatient when Mr. Oliver
suddenly offered a preferential motion.

Washington, - Sept, 19—Final legisla-
tive action on the tariff act of 1921 was
taken today with adoption of the con-
ference report by the senate; The meas-
ure now goes to President Harding and
will become effective’ the day after .he
signs it.

The soldiers’ bonus bill was vetoed
today by President Harding.

In retprning the measure to congress
without his approval, the executive in a
message to' the house, declared that he
was in accord with the avowed purpose
of the bill, but that he could not sub-
scribe to its provisions,

Outlining the reasons, for his veto, the
president said that comgress had failed,
first of all, to provide the revenue from
which the bestowal was to be paid, He
added that the ultimate cost could not
be estimated definitely but that the
treasury figured the total at $750,000,-
0(5 for the first four years, with a final
charge in excess of $4,000,000,000.
