REPORT ON THE
N. B. CROPS

The semi-monthly crop report for the
period ending today is issued by the
Provincial Department of Agriculture,
Fredericton, as follows:— i

Haying on the uplands is finished and
the gathering of island and marsh hay |
is progressing satisfactorily. Showery |
weather has retarded rapid progress in
gathering hay in the southern part of
the province. The crop is even better
than was at first predicted, and will be
twicé as much as last year. The acreage
of clover being saved for seed is small,
most of the area of last year’s sceding
down to clover having produced only
slightly this year.

The barley crop is ripening, though
oats are yet green. Indications point to
a good yield of oats in all parts of the
provinee with the exception of the Cara-
t and Bathurst districts. Root crops
are exceptionally promising in appear-
ance and the acreage is considerably
greater than last year.

Potatoes are making rapid growth,
though the number of misses in many
ficlds is as high as fifteen per cent.

Pastures are failing and the milk sup-
ply in consequence is not too abundant.
 Soiling crops are being fed quite gen-
erally. Creamery butter is thirty-six lo
thirty-eight cents a pound.
