Sir Frederic E. Barker chief justice of 
the Supreme Court of New Brunswick, 
is receiving congratulations today upon 
the seventy-fifth anniversary of his 
birth, this interesting event having oc­
curred on December 27, 1888, in Sheffield, 
N. B. While St. John has many citizens 
of advanced age whose faculties are un­
impaired there are few with whom time 
has dealt so tightly as with the chief 
justice. Although he has reached^ that 
age at which he might retire if he 
wished, Sir Frederic has shown no de­
sire to throw off the burdens of his re­
sponsible office.

His career has been a long and honor­
able one, and he has attained to one of 
the highest positions in the gift of the 
country. After receiving his early edu­
cation at the Sunbury Grammar school 
he graduated from the University of 
New Brunswick with the degree of B. A. 
in 1856; took his M. A. in 1858; B.C.L, 
1861; was admitted to the bar *n 
same year; attained the degree of D. C. 
L. in 1866 and was appointed Q.C. m 
1878 He represented St. John in the 
House of Commons from 1885 to 1887; 
became judge of the Supreme Court of 
New Brunswick in 1868 and chief justice 
iu 1908.

(fifty-second birthday tomorrow. While 
still a comparatively young man, Mr. 
Bstabrooks has a record which mary 
older men might envy, Starting in life 
with no capital except a sound educa­
tion, a large supply of grey matter and 
an equal supply of energy he has built

ary line.
