" INGURY WERPANTERESTIG

Interesting developments arose yester-
day afternoon «n the investigation into
the fires in the old grist mill in City
Road. Fred Forrester, for many years
and still an employe at the mill, when
he went on the stand made the state-
ment that John Maynes in speaking to

him previous to the last fire said that he
could easily make $2,000 if he set the
mill afire. Such an offer, he said, had
been made him by a local man.

Recorder Baxter asked Maynes to take
the stand and explain this. He did take
the stand, but denied that he had told
Forrester any such thing. F. E, Williams,
he said, had offered him $2,000 to close
down the mill and convert the plant te
other use. He emphatically denied talk-
ing of an offer to set fire to the plant,

Mrs. Quilty gave evidence that she
was engaged as a nurse in John Maynes’
home, that she was there on the night of
the fire and that Mr. Maynes came home
about nine o’clock and did not leave for
the fire until about midnight. William
Maynes returned from Quispamsis about
ten o’clock and was in the barn attend-
ing to the horse when the alarm rang.

Miss Geldart told of seeing a man
breaking a window in the grist mill and
entering the building. He came out in
a few minutes and walked down the
track, brushing off his ceat. He turned
and again entered the mill and a few
minutes after he left she saw the flames.

Her mother went to ring the fire
alarm. She could not identify either J.
Harvey Brown or John Maynes as the
man saying that he was shorter and
stouter.

William Maynes took “the stand and
tolsl of going to the fire and of returning
about twelve o’clock when John Maynes
went out.

The hearing was - adjourned until
Tuésday afternoon when it is expected
that F. E. Williams will be called.

BROWNTAIL TCH
SOURCE OF DANGER

A Warning in Bangor Which
May Be Applicable in St. John
as Well

7

(Bangor Commercial)

The brown tail moth plague that de-
scended upon Bangor about ten days,
ago, shows no sign of diminution, the,
poisonous moths still flying around arc
lights in thousands every night. Bangor |
people are becoming aroused to the
danger of these insects, both to the fruit
and shade trees and to personal health.
A number of local people have heen af-
flicted with the brown tail moth itch,
which is an extremely painful malady.
There is also danger of inhaling the fine
hairs from the moths, which causes &
cough that is liable to last a lifetime.
A baby in the western part of the state
died recently from tasting part of a brown
tail, and there is imminent danger to
all children ‘in this city, who are not
acquainted with the harmful character
of the brown tails.

Park Commissioner Iverson came into
the Commercial Monday morning with
brown tail nests, which he discovered
four miles out of the city, proving that
the pest is not confined to the city lim-
its, and must be fought desperately. He
says that the wild cherry trees are most
mﬂlctcd with them and advises cutting
'down ‘all this variety of trees. Next ta
the wild cherry, the apple trees are cov-|
ered with the brown tail nests, all ready
to hatch out in the month of August.

Commissioner Iverson is of the opin-
ion that Bangor must get into the brown
tail fight this fall as soon as the leaves
are off in a manner such as the city has
never done before. There should be no
delay until fgll. The fight against brown
tails has been going on in a desultory
manner for several years, but they are
increasing .year by year, and the
indications are that the greatest
fight of all must be carried on from this
time forth. Recognizing the danger of
allowing plants from this moth infested
district to go into other parts of the
United States, the government has plac-
ed a quarantine upon all plants and
shrubs going out of Maine into other
sections.

Danger to ‘Health

A Bangor physician, in talking with a
Commercial reporter on Monday said
that one of the worst dangers to the
brown tail itch is the possibility of for-
eign infection getting into the blood by
reason of the weakened condition of the
skin from the disease. The brown tail
itch, he said, generally occurs on the
face, neck or wrists or other exposed
portion. It lasts from two
days to a week. If the skin
broken :serious disease may be introduc-
ed into the system.

THE CROWN LANDS

Busy Week at Fred:ric!on Office
Under New Act Coming Into

Force

(Fredencton Gleaner)

This week promises to be the busiest
week of the year in the provmcml
crown lands department office, in fact
it is likely to 'be the busiest period in
the history of the department.

The new crown timber lands aet
comes into force this week with the
consequent changes of = the licenses
from the old to the new form and the
annual payments of renewal mileage,
stumpage and -bonuses are all due om
August 1.. This will bring in hundreds
of thousands of dollars this week.

Premier Flemming, minister of lands
and mines, returned to Woodstock on
Saturday evening and is to be in Fred-
ericton again this week. Of the 10,-
000 square miles of crown timber lands
under licenses in the province, upwards
of 7,000 acres have already been applied
for under the provisions of the new act,
Practically all of both the big and small
concerns have notified the minister of
their intention to come in under the
provisions of the new act, most of them
with saw mill licenses.

The August meeting of the provincial
government will open here on Tues-
day, August 5.
