The corresponding secretary of the Na-
tional Kindergarten Association swung
around in her chair and echoed the report-
er's question.

Ag a consequence of all this the father
and big brother spént all of their evenings
in a saloon.

“Betty was the brightest member of
the family, and consequently took the
most kindly and aptly to. the various
wickednesses that children pick up in the
streets.

“Among other things she had acqulred
a wonderful proficiency in profanity. Her
vocabulary was pyrotechmic and varied:
Largely it was the result of coaching by
some livery stable loafers. More about
that later on.

“The first day the little girl went to
school in an-indescribably dirty condition.
She was found to be pretty when the dirt
had been scrubbed off, and easily made
friends.

“But the mext day Betty came back in
a condition worse than on her first day.
The patient teacher scrubbed her again
and hoped for a little assistance from the
mother,

“But she didn’t get it. Betty remained
dirty. At last, in depair, the teacher
washed one of the child’s hands and ome
side of her face and sent her home thgt
way. The next day she came back clean.

“It was the beginning of a new regime
in ‘that family. Everybody braced up.
They made a home. The mother had
been shamed into staying with her chil-
dren, and the grandmother discovered a
practical gide to her religion.

‘“You've got more sense than I ever
thought you had,” was the father’s rough
way of expressing his appreciation when
he began' to' notice the change. And, with
his eldest son, he stayed home evenings.

“About a year after Betty’s first day in
kindergarten, when &ll this had been ac-
complished, she happéned to pass the liv-4
ery stable where she had learned the lan-
guage of thé streets,

“One of the men called her in. She
refused to swear for him. The offer of a
cent failed to change her mind and he be-
came'‘interested.

“THey offered her five cents, and finally
twenty-five, without shaking her resolu-
tion, -

““What's the matter with you? asked
one of the @men.

“ T go to kindergarten now, replied
Betty, ‘and little girls that go to kinder-
garten don’t say bad words.’

“That tells you, better than any prosai¢
explanation what our . ultimate objeet-
is,” comtinued the secretary. “our associa-
tion was organized for the purpose of
arousing interest in kindergarten work in
communities where there are no such
schools. We work largely through field
secretaries who travel in our interest, and
by means of widely distributed literature.
Why, there are more than 4,000,000 chil-
dren of kindergarten age in this country
unprovided for,

“Kindergarten is the only form of edu-
cation that pays as much attention to the
moral and spiritual nature of the child as
it does to the physical and intellectual. I
believe it is the' greatest educational fac-
tor in the country.

“The people spend "$7,000,000 a year on
children. in prisons and: Teformatories.
Kindergartens, lots of .them, will reduce
‘the criminal population. Money spent on
them is economy.

“The kindergarten takes the child at its
most 1mplesswnable age, from four to six
years, when it is posgible to exert a last-
ing influence for good. ¥ormation is bet-
ter than reformation. That’s what we're
trying to do.”
