Victoria, B. C., June 8—The steamer
"Kamakura Maru yesterday brought news
of the annihilation of a Japanese force in
Formosa on May 8 by the rebels against
whom the Japancse have been campaighing
for the last three years. It seems that
three tribes which made peace were incit-
ed to frsh rebéllion by two tribes which
remained obdurate. Forty men of a force
sent against the Formosans were ambushed
and after fierce fighting but ten escaped.
The dead. were mutilated, their heads be-
ing carried off by the head hunters.
