«I made up my mind o have the horse
some time ago,” said Mr. Reed, “and I
calculated that $75,000 ‘would buy him.
That was before the sale on Friday, but
when I saw the way prices were going 1
knew I was short of the mark. So I slept
on the question and outlined my plans.
I went to the sale with $104,000 in my
pocket, determined to earthquake the
millionaires.

“Say, how long did it seem to you,
after I bid, before the horse was knocked
down? I keptsaying to myself over and
over again : ‘Knock him down, knock
him down,’ and Igive youmy word it
seemed to be four days before the gavel
fell. Mr. Sanford, who sat next me,
promised that he would not bid unless
the price went beyond my limit, After
the horse was mine, he told me
that he had a cable dispatch from
his son, now in England, to buy St Blaise
at any price. “I'm a great believer in
luck, and always have been, and I think
that with a little of the right kind of for-
tune on my side this horse will prove &
great investment for me. A couple of
hours after I bought him a gentleman
offered me $1000 for a service, and want-
ed to breed two mares at that price. I
refused. Then Mr. Walcott, of Wal-
cott & Campbell, made me an
offr of $2500 ‘for the privi-
lege of breeding his Charlie mare
Ruperta to him; and I have accepted
that, with the stipulation that in case
she is not with foal there shall be no re-
turn. D've had a great deal of ill luck
with my horses during the past year or
80, losing Mr. Pickwick, French Park,
Bradamante, and British Beauty, and I
may lose St. Blaise; bot I'm going to
take that chance. P've figured of selling
his yearlings on an avarage of $1500
apiece, and I think that a moderate es-
timate don’t you? At that rate the horse
will pay for himself in a short time. It
made me feel good when that yearling
brought $30,000.” Mr. Reed today in-
sured the horse against accident, disease
or death for $50,000, paying a. preminm
of $4000. It is more than likely that the

To The Rescue of a Horse,

A Tairville teamster left his horse
standing at the head of York point slip,
to-day while he “wentaround the corner.”
He had been hauling coal with the horse
from a woodboat;in the slip. The horse
afterstanding a while seemed to get im-
patient to get its load and although the
tide was high itstarted down the slip in
the direction of the -woodboat. The
woodboat man yelled himself hoarse.
at the animal to try to dissuade it from
the attempt of reaching the boat in deep
water, but ip vain. The horse made
good headway till the water began to
encircle his neck. Then he lost his
footing and struck out to swim, but the
wagon proved too heavy for him. In
spite of the most violent efforts
on his part, he eould neither go
ahead nor back up. “He couldn’t
go ahead nor he eouldn’t stand still and
he jumped up and down like an old saw
mill.” The tide was going down, but so
slowly that it seemed as though the
horse would drown before the water re-
ceded enough to enable him to touch
bottom. Just at this crisis two men
who did not know either the horse or its
owner threw off their coats and plunged
into the water to the rescue. After
swimming round the plunging animal
and running tne risk of being struck by
ils flying feet, they succeeded in getting
it free from the harness, and safo on
terra firma once more, One of the res-
cures walked away in Lis wet clothes
