Since her 
arrival back from Port Simpson she 
has been overhauled and prepared for 
the reception of Indians 
canoes. Nearly thirty Indians will be 
taken on at Clayoquot before she goes 
north. 'ï'hese will have 13 canoes and 
the mate will also operate a boat oc­
casionally. The schooner is going in 
charge of Captain George Heater, who 
has been trying all spring to get a 
schooner, having made arrangements 
with the Indians at Clayoquot early in 
the season.

The sending of this schooner to the 
otter hunting grounds is a pretty clear 
indication of the attitude of the 
ers of the local sealers in regard to the 
position taken by -the -American 
thorities, who seem to be trying to 
secure possession of the Behring Sea 
as a United States preserve. It is un­
derstood that should the United States 
revenue cutters seal up the rifles of 
the sealers when they are hunting ot­
ter they will break the seals at the risk 
of being seized by Captain Foley and 
his fleet.

Captain Edwards, of the British ship 
Algerine, who was in Behring Sea last 
year, stated on his return that had he 
met the otter schooners he would have 
broken the United States seals which 
had been put on the rifles, as the seal­
ing gurls were all sealed previously 
and the schooners were perfectly en­
titled to the use of rifles for otter­
hunting.

ON BIG BRIDGE

Connects Kaien Island With Main­
land—Fire Protection at 

Prince Rupert

(Special Correspondence.)
Prihce Rupert, May 24.—The citizens' 

committee has Installed a number of 
fire hydrants In the business section, 
and has arranged a system of protec­
tion from fire. The; necessity of pro­
viding further apparatus and men Is 
apparent to the property owners and 
insurance agents. Rates are so high 
that a number of business men carry 
their own risks.

A report is current that the Indians 
are causing trouble on the Naas river. 
The provincial police state that no 
word has been received of any disturb­
ance. It is usual for a number of pros­
pectors and others to bring trouble on 
themselves in the vicinity ol Indian 
camps, and to magnify the indignation 
of the Indians at the occupation of 
their hunting lodges and trespassing 
on their reserves. Thousands of men, 
of all nationalities, are traversing this 
country and many of them thank the 
Indians for the assistance furnished 
when on the numerous lakes and in the 
wilds of the interior.

A tug with the barge Georgia is 
ferrying material and men at Zenardi 
rapids. The large bridge la In course 
of construction, connecting Kaien Isl­
and and the mainland, and it will now 
be possible to trasfer rails and other 
supplies for the continuation of the 
track eastward.

The "blind pig” nuisance received 
another "jolt" in Prince Rupert’s police 
court. Several whisky-sellers were 
fined $250 by Magistrate McMullen, and 
a number left for parts unknown in 
preference to appearing in answer to 
summonses issued.

A chamber of mines has been organ­
ized In Stewart, with Robert Stewart 
as president. Associated witli him are 
Messrs. Elimdorf and Vaughn-Rhys, 
two large mine owners. All owners of 
mining property are joining the asso­
ciation.

The Stewart & Portland Canal Light, 
Water & Power Company Is installing 
a light and water plant at Stewart 
town. It is the intention of the com­
pany to install a hydro-electric plant 
in the near future. In the meantime a 
water supply will be procured by sink­
ing wells from which the water will be 
pumped into a 30,000 gallon reservoir. 
The directors of the company are R. M. 
Stewart. Harry Howson, W. Noble, G. 
K. Williams and S. Garnham.

Work will commence on June 1st on 
the Red Cliff mine. The machinery ar­
rived recently.

Late Sir William Purvis Wright 
Landed Punitive Force on 

West Coast

Many memories of early days on 
Vancouver ’Island are recalled by the 
death of General Sir. WlUiafii Purvis 
Wright at Plymouth this month. The 
deceased officer was* in his 64th year 
and had been connected with the Royal 
Marine Light Infantry for 48 years, 
serving in most of the divisional and 
headquarter staff poste,
' There are a few Victorians who re­
member General Wright as a young 
man when he was here in the warship 
Sparrowhawk in the sixties. In the 
spring of 1869 several cases of trouble 
with the Indians were reported from 
both the east and west coasts of 
Vancouver Island, and"' the Warship 
Sparrowhawk was ordered north with 
Governor Seymour ' .and Hon. Mr. 
Trutch to investigate. At Hesqulot a 
force of marines, under the late Gen. 
Wright,, was landed to punish • a band 
of Indians which had murdered several 
members of the crew from a wrecked 
British barque. It was on this trip 
that Governor Seymour, who had suc­
ceeded Governor Douglas in 1864, was 
taken ill and died at Bella Bella.

The late general was connected with 
the land staff of the R. M. L. I., short­
ly after his return from Victoria. From 
1897 to 1900 he was assistant-adjutant- 
general at the R. M. quarters in Lon­
don, and from June, 1902 to 1907, he oc­
cupied the highest poet hi the corps— 
that of deputy adjutant- general : He 
was awarded the Jubilee and Corona­
tion medals, and In 1904, on the occa­
sion of his late Majesty's birthday, was 
decorated a K. C. B.

On their way to Shusharti Bay, on' 

the northeastern end df Vancouver 
Island, where they will open up a con­
siderable area of land and settle on 
ranches, a number of experienced 
farmers, headed by A. J. McKey, left 
Victoria last evening. The party is the 
first of several which McKey, who is 
one of the pioneers of the district south 
of Hope1 Island, intends to'bring from 
the United States to settle in the vicin­
ity of Strandsby, which is the official 
name of the post office recently estab­
lished at Shusharti Bay.

A notable fact in connection with the 
settlement of places in the north, both 
on the east and west coats of the isl­
and, is the zeal displayed by the pio­
neers, the majority of whom are Am­
ericans, in bringing out friends to Join 
them. In conversation with the secre­
tary pf the Vancouver Island'Develop­
ment League, which has assisted in in­
teresting McKey’s' friends, the Times 
learned this morning that many en­
quiries for information regarding the 
possibilities of several districts, at the 
north of the Island were being received. 
Many of the outsiders who* have gone 
on trips of inspection to places where 
nq settlements exist have become en­
thusiastic over the potentialities- of the 
land and have hastened to bring 
friends and relatives to assist in the 
establishment of colonies away from 
thq beaten tracks.

This type of Immigrant is usually 
possessed of considerable capital and 
represents the best class of settler, 
the man with the pioneer spirit who 
passes by the more limited opportuni­
ties of the populated districts for the 
greater reward which the virgin land 
offers to industry and perseverance.

Yesterday a party of four spent two 
hours at the headquarters of the De­
velopment League, amassing informa­
tion on the openings for farming en­
terprise on the Island. They were 
Frank Labolle, Misé Labolle, his sister;

FISH PROPAGATION. OLD FOLKS’ HOME.

It is very satisfactory Indeed to note 

that while Puget Sound trap, fishermen 

have announced their determination tc 

oppose regulations which qualified au- 

tk#rlties have pronounced to be neces­

sary tor the preservation of the sock- 

eyes salmon which make their breed- 

ltlgptace in the waters of the Fraser 
RiVer, the Dominion government . is 

making ample prtfvisiofc for thfe propa­

gation of this valuable commercial fish 
in other waters of the province. Mr. 
F. H. Cunningham, of .Ottawa^ Domin­
ion Superintendent of Fish Culture, 

who was in the city yesterday, states 
that during the present season two new 
hatcheries of considerable . capacity 
will be constructed on the west coast 
of Vancouver island. Mr. Cunningham, 
who is now up at CoWlehan Lake, 
alee gays that the culture station pro­
jected on that magnificent body of wa­
ter will be completed during the pres­
ent year. Both commercial and sport­
ing fish will be propagated there, in­
suring ■ permanent supply of the 
various tribes of fish dear to the heart 
of the angler. An attempt will be made 
Just as soon as possible to introduce 
upon the Pacific Coaat not only the 
fam^d Atlantic salmon, in regard to 
whose preference for the fly there can 
be no doubt, but the true speckled and 
brown trout also, made famous by old 
Isaak In his Compleat Angler and by 
the celebrated “Christopher North" at a 
later day, If the unfortunate conflict 
between the Dominion and the provin­

cial authorities In regard to Jurisdic­
tion could but be settled and necessary 
regulation» establishing close seasons 
agreed upon and enforced, British Col­
ombia would soon become what Nature 
designed her to be, a veritable para- 
dire for fishermen. Other provinces of 
tfce Dominion, realising that the pro­
ps* conservation of the fisheries is be­
yond their capacity, have agreed to 
soik their conflicting claims under the 
British North America Act and give 
the Dominion government absolute con- 
trel. It the federal authority could be 
charged with indifference or neglect in 
respect to the-fisheries of this or any 
of the provinces, there might be some 
excuse for the-attitude of the local gov­
ernment. But when It Is stated that 
since the present Dominion government 
assumed power in 1896 ten hatcheries 
have been established within this prov­
ince while previous to that time there 
wa«| only one. It will be understood that 
the : Marine and Fisheries Department 
is doing the best it can to live up to 
Its obligations. The federal revenue 
from the fisheries of this province is 
but a bagatelle compared with the ex­
penditures. It is, therefore, not from 
a desire to make profit from the ex­
ploitation of the fisheries that the Do­
minion government desires an amicable 
adjustment of the unfortunate dispute 
In regard to jurisdiction.

$5,000 to $50,000, with which to form the 
nucleus ef the campaign ffind.

During the year tlie directors report 
stated 1,683 memebrs had been upon (Jle 
rolls. Owing to removals and changes 
the actual net membership at the 
present time is 978, a gain over last 
year of forty-two. During the ^ year 
all expenses have been met and'about 
$1,000 has been cleared off the lean 
and building accounts. The total rev­
enue for the year amounted to $19,S18. 
an Increase of $$,600 over that of last 
year. The year ended with a small 
balance in the treasury.

According to the physical* director’s 

report 644 classes had been held in 
that department during the season, 
with an enrollment of 612 members, 
about two-thirds of the entire mem­
bership of the association. Lectures 
had been given upon t’First Aid to the 
injured," and, in connection with 
the swimming club, life saving classes 
had been held. The senior basket­
ball team had won the championship 
of the Pacific Northwest and various 
other trophies had been secured by 
thé Junior teams.

The educational committee report­
ed having hçld classes in a large num­
ber of varied commercial, technical 
and literary subjects, with an enroll­
ment of 114 men and boys. The read­
ing rooms had been well stocked with 
newspapers and magazines. Another 
very Successful fèature of this depart­
ment had been the institution of a de­
bating society, which has been a mark­
ed success.

In the midst of these many and 
varied activities the first care of the 
association has been to provide for the 
spiritual needs of the men, and the 
report of. the religious work depart­
ment gave testimony, to much good 
wbrk along those linejt • The associa­
tion had also been supporting a secre­
tary in China, the members Contribut­
ing last year $1,019 for that purpose.

Most of the work Which has been 
done for men has been duplicated for 
the benefit of boys, the juvenile branch, 
having been well looked after during 
the year. In the physical department 
992 classes had been held tor tlie boys, 
and various organized games and sports 
had been provided for them. Supple­
mentary educational classes had been 
provided, and various Bible classes and 
religious meetings had been well at­
tended. During the summer a boys’ 
camp had been held at Howe Sound, 
and other social events had added much 
to the pleasure of the lads.

Vancuver, May 24.—The conference 

between the local civic health commit­
tee and the representatives of lower 
mainland municipalities resulted in the 
passing of a resolution advocating the 
purchase of a suitable old folks’ home 
site and the erection of a building, the 
cost to be borne equally,by the govern­
ment and the municipalities.

The joint committee will arrange a 
meeting with the provincial represen­
tatives from the lower mainland and 
enlist their support later. A sub-com­
mittee will wait upon the provincial 
executive and attempt a reconsidera­
tion of the latter’s decision not to as­
sist in the project at the present time. 
v- The resolution, which was moved by 
Reeve McNaught of North Vancouver, 
and Alderman Ramsay, was to the fol­
lowing effect: "That the committee 
recommend that a sufficient quantity 
of land to meet any demands for the 
erection of an old folks’ horde on the 
lower mainland and the recreation for 
the inmates,-be purchased; that each 
of the municipalities contribute to tlie 
extent of 50 per cent., the provincial 
government to provide the other half 
of the cost of erection; that the ex­
pense of conducting the home be borne 
by the municipalities, so much per 
capita on the inmates from each dis­
trict; any loss ot operation to be shared 
by the government and the municipali­
ties; that the home be governed by a 
joint board from the government and 
the municipalities; meantime the pro­
vincial government to accept at the 
Kamloops institution such indigent per­
sons as the municipalities may recom­
mend, the municipalities to pay the 
cost ot their maintenance, and fix resi­
dence restrictions."

The suggestion was made at the 
meeting that a new building, to cost 
in the neighborhood of $50,000, should 
be erected, having a capacity for 150 
persons. This, would be open, with re­
strictions, to all aged and infirm per­
sons from the municipalities of the 
lower mainland, each district bearing 
the cost of the inmates it sent to the 
home. It would be the intention to 
have the institution located where a 
considerable amount ot garden truck 
could be raised. One large building 
with several cottages surrounding 
would be erected at the commence­
ment, and the accommodation would 
be increased with the demand.

At the present time the home here 
has fifteen aged inmates, and twelve 
more are supported at various places 
throughout the city. Then, too, the 
city is contributing to the support of 
thirteen in the Kamloops home tor 
aged men.

STAMPEDE STARTED
TO IDITAROD MINES

May OotHyal Palmy Days of Nome 
and Klondike—Steamer St. Mi­

chael on Way

Dawson, May 26.—,The steamer St. 

Michael, the first boat of the year for 
Fairbanks and the Idltarod, Is on the 
way down the river to-day, making 
the opening of the stampede from the 
Yukon to the new diggings. The same 
scenes that are marking the rush from 
the coast, from Nome and from Fair­
banks, are being repeated here. Al­
ready the stampede has reached the 
proportions of the Fairbanks rush, and 
if it keeps up will outrival the palmy 
days of Nome and the Klondike.

The St. Michael is carrying HO pas­
sengers and 200 tons of freight. Half 
of the passengers arrived Sunday on 
the steames La France and Pauline, 
the first boats from the upper Yukon.

Three hundred local people have 
booked passage on the next boat to tbe 
Idltarod and scores more are waiting 
for an opportunity.

The steamer Casca arrived yester­
day and proceeded to Eagle with the 
International boundary survey, com­
prising 65 men and 100 horses, who will 
extend the line between Canada and 
Alaska from the Yukon to the Arctic.

In an attempt to ran the race yes­
terday afternoon, both shells swamped. 
The Washington crew was ahead at the 
Lime, and the race was awarded to 
them over the protest ot Stanford.
