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FINANCIERS DISMISSED

New York Men Now Face
Charge of Violating
Banking Law.

New York, Oct. 27.—The defence in
the case of Chas. W. Morse, financler,
and A. H. Curtis, former president of
the National Bank of North America,
who are on triai in the United States

court here, scored several telling points
to-day. The presentation of evidence
by the prosecution had been concluded
before the adjournment of the court
yvesterday and the defence before open-
ing its case had made motions to have
quashed the indictments, Judge Hough
ruled 'in favor of the defence.

By his decision two counts of the
indictment, one charging conspiracy,
and the other misappropriation, were
stricken from the records.

In dismissing the conspiracy charge,
Judge Hough said that from the evi-
dence which had been adduced, he could
not see how the minds of the,two de-
fendants could act in concert. The
count’in the indictment charging mis-
appropriations in connection with a
$60,000 note given in payment for stock
purchased  from Mr, Morse, also was
dismissed by Judge Hough on the

. ground that there was no evidence of

criminality.
The part of - the /indictment . which
Judge Hough refused to dismiss, alleges

false reports, misappropriation over

certification, and the use of funds of
depositors for speculative purposes.
This leaves  Morse and Curtis to face

The robber, within two
miles of town, handed the note and let-
ter to' a passing traveller, telling him
that English had been injured in a
runaway and to take the missive to
Mrs. English. This the stranger did.

CRIPPLED IN GALE

For Seven Days Crew Worked

Continually to Save Their
Lives.

Port Townsend, Oct. 27.—With ‘her
crew of nine men almost overcome by
battling with an.ocean gale, a large
part of a valuable deck cargo of min-
ing timbers locst at sea and with
wrenched rigging and torn sails, the
American schooner J. H. Lunsmann,
Capt. August Anderson, put back from
sea to this port last night. In a storm
encountered a short distance off Cape

Flattery, during the night of October

18th, the vessel all but foundered,

For seven days the fight of Capt, An-
derson and his crew to save their ship
from sinking and theig own lives, con-
tinued in thick fogs and against high
winds. Cruising off Cape Flattery, the
tug Wyadda picked up the “derelict
during last night, towing the schooner
to "this port for survey and repairs.
The condition of the schooner upon ar-
rival here is much better than when
picked ‘up, but the exhausted condition

of the sailors furnishes evidence cor- |
roborating a thrilling story of hardship |

and narrow escape from death.

The Lunsmann sailed for Santa Ros- |

alia, Mex., with a cargo of mine tim-
bers from Eagle harbor, dropping the

tug that had towed .her 4£0.sea om the ;
afternoon. pf -October 18th. At sunset, |
a heavy northeasterly gale sprung up, |

and with thick weather and a high

sea, a hard battle against the waves |
commenced, Shortly after midnight she |
listed badly with the shifting of her |
deckload. 'Thus hampered, the mizzen- |

sail and jibs were blown out and a
tremendous wave sent the schooner on

| her beam ends.

“At this point,” states Capt. Ander-
son, ‘it loked like our end had come.
The waves had opened several seams
below the line where our list carried
the vessel. In an hour we were water-
logged with the intake ten feet high
in the hold. Until daylight we strug-
gled in an attempt to break the deck-
load lashings in an effort to get a more
even keel.

“Throughout Tuesday and Wednes-
day the crew labored without sleep or
rest and with secarcely time to eat be-
fore we had righted the ship sufficient-
ly to overcome the great danger . of
shipping water. The labor had con-
sumed fifty-five hours, and the men
were all but dead from' their congtinued
exertion,

“While out of immediate danger, our
difficulties were not whONy overcome
until we sighted the tug Wyadda and
the intervening four days contained
many anxious hours.”

The buoyancy of the cargo carried
by the Lunsmann made her exceeding-
ly difficult to handle in the rough seas.
With other cargo, however, it is im-
probable that she.could have with-
stood the severe,;buffeting of the gale-
lashed waves.

The Lunsmann is a well-known
member of the fleet of Pacific coast
lumber carriers. She was making her
first voyage after having been disen-
gaged for several months on Puget
Sound. She is of 952 tons register and
her cargo of pole timbers was valued
at $20,000. It is estimated that one-
sixth of the cargo was lost,
