■ Dublin, April Î81.—The annual Nation1 

oust convention at the Mansion House 
to-day was well attended, and excited 
much enthusiasm. John Redmond,* who 
presided at the opening proceedings, said 
the Unionist government and tarty 
in a condemned cell waiting for the 
execution of the sentence which had 
been pronounced on them, and in all 
human probability it was reserved for 
the representatives of Ireland to give 
the final blow, which would end their 
existence. They had denied Ireland 
Home Rule, had broken their pledgee 
and had introduced a budget which 
would impose an additional burden of 
$2.500.000 yearly on Ireland. The ques­
tion of Home Rule was again becoming 
a deciding factor in English elections, 
and on the dissolution of parliament it 
would be found to he a deciding factor 
as to what government should rule this 
Empire.

The convention passed a resolution in 
favor of Home Rule,.and expressing con­
fidence in the Irish members of parlia­
ment.

The applications will be filed, and if 
volunteers are next those who 
applying for active.service will be given 
the first opportunity.

Port Arthur, April 20.—(Delayed in 
transmission).—Tiie situation here is 
changed.

A large launch from the Petropoiavsk 
brought ipto the harbor to-day.

Two German naval officers have 
rived here. They will he attached to 
the Russiâji, headquarters.

The eruisçr. Bayan suffered no damage 
from the hail of shells poured upon her 
from the Japanese warships when the 
Bayan went to the assistance of the 
Russian torpedo boat destroyer on April 
13th, just previous to the sinking of the 
Petropoiavsk. The Bayan in driving off 
the Japanese destroyers which had sunk 
the Bezstrashni was subjected to the 
fire of six Japanese cruisers.

The estimated loss is placed at ten 
million dollars. Insurance men are meet­
ing to-day Co figure out the amounts.

The flames spread so rapidly that it 
was with difficulty that the firemen 
moved from building to> building. A 
north wind was blowing, and the water 
service was poor, which rendered their 
efforts almost nii.
