Fearing that compli­
cations might arise to endanger his 
own election with his more indepen­
dent supporters in St. John, Sir 
Leonard did not openly proclaim his 
repudiation of Mr. Domville and un­
derstanding with Mr. Foster in the 
first contest, while the issues of the 
general elections were pending, but 
the atmosphere was clearer during 
the late contest and the party hounds 
were set in full cry after the mail who 
had resented the attempt to govern 
Kangs County by a St John caucus. 
The result, as we have said, is a party 
success, but it is one in the lowest 
sense only. It will give greater 
strength to the class of St. John poli­
ticians whose knowledge of Tory 
principle has convinced them that the 
influence of combinations, however 
weak in moral force or patriotism, is 
the lever by whjch the present Otta­
wa Ministry is most effectually 
moved. They are congratulating 
themselves on having secured another 
link in Sir Leonard’s political tail. 
They will now expect the represen­
tative of Kings to remember the fate 
of Mr. Domville and, in all matters 
in which he is called upon to act in 
his representative capacity, to con­
sult the St John caucus first and the 
people of Kings afterwards. Senator 
Boyd, Mr. T. В Hanington, Mr 
Chas.

The Local Government of Nova Scotia 
on Thursday, 2nd inet.. made a demand 
on the Halifax and Cape Breton Railway 
Company to hand over their road to the 
Government under an act of the Legiala. 
ture empowering the Government to take 
the line by the 4th of November, the com­
pany to be paid the amount expended by 
them, the same to be settled by arbitra­
tion. The line runs from New Glasgow 
to Canso. The company have claimed 
upward of $1,200,001) as their outlay. 
The Government object to this, and the 
arbitrators will have to decide.

It is a little amusing, to find the Tory 
press claiming credit for the Ottawa Gov. 
ernment for having reinstated the dismiss 
ed members of the Brotherhood of Loco­
motive Engineers. If the men had done 
no wrong, why were they dismissed ? 
The Government, we are told, paid the 
expenses of some of the men who had 
gone abroad and were recalled. If the 
Government were to dismiss the entire 
civil service, send the people to the States 
and then pay their way back, no doubt 
the Tory press would regard the act as 
one of the wisest statesmanship.

The Governor-General has disallowed 
the following Acts of the Manitoba Legis­
lature : an act to incorporate the Manito­
ba Tramway Company ; an act to incor­
porate the Emerson and Northwestern 
Railway Company : and an act to encour­
age the building of railways. The disal­
lowance is based on the terms of the con­
tract with the Pacific Railway Syndicate, 
which provides that for twenty years no 
railway shall be authorized by the Domin­
ion Government to be constructed south 
of the Canadian Pacific Railway, nor with­
in fifteen miles of the United States boun­
dary.

Fifty years ago Tuesday of last week 
Benjamin Bosworth Smith, the oldest 
living Bishop in the world, was consecrat­
ed in St. Paul’s Chapel, at Broadway and 
Vesey st. New York. On Tuesday morn­
ing the semi-centennial anniversary of the 
consecration was celebrated. At eleven 
o’clock Bishop Smith left the vestry and 
walked tottering into the sanctuary. He 
was supported by Bishop Howe and Rev. 
Dr. Montgomery, the grandson of Bishop 
White, who performed the consecration 
ceremony half a century ago. He was 
specially appointed as chaplain to the 
Bishop by the anniversary committee. 
Behind the Bishop walked Bishop Potter 
of New York, Bishop Clark, of Rhode 
Island, Bishops Gallagher and Dudley, 
and the Rev. Drs. Morgan Dix, Henry C. 
Potter, James Mulchahey and Wilbur F. 
Watkins. At the conclusion of the very 
interesting ceremonies the aged prelate 
thanked the Bishops and other clergy and 
friends present, invited his clerical breth­
ren to visit him at bis private residence 
during the week and pronounced the bene­
diction.

An Ottawa despatch of i*riday last says- 
a tremendous conflagration took place at 
Hull, opposite that city, the night before, 
which destroyed E. B. Eddy’s saw mills, 
factories, engine works, sash, blind and 
door factories, pail and wooden ware fac­
tories, and a part of his great match fac­
tory. Capt. Albert, of the Union Fire 
Company, fell from a window and was 
carried home seriously injured. Over two 
hundred poor families would be left with­
out means of support. It was the greatest 
disaster that had ever befallen Hull. The 
estimated total losses by the fire are •— 
E. B. Eddy, $222,000; C. B. Wright, 
$35.000 ; McCormick & Co., $9,000 
sundry, $10,000-Total $276.000. Mr. 
Eddy was insured for $165,000, divided 
among 15 companies ; Wright was insured 
for $4,000 in the Western and McCormick 
for $3,000 in the London ^Lancashire. 
By the Burning of Eddy’s variety establish­
ments over 1000 persons are temporarily 
thrown out of employment. The work of 
rebuilding has already been commenced 
and it is expected that the factories will 
be in partial operation again in a few
