Government or the Canadian
Pacitic company was only a matter
of time, and it goes without saying
that the preference of the public
was decidedly in favor of the
former. It means much to the
Miramichi.and even more to Fred-
ericton. and the St. John river.
When local non-competitive rates
onthe I. C. R. along the North

the the C. P. ‘R.along the St. John
river the result is decidedly in
favor of the I. C. R., and we have,
in the comparison, reason fo con-
gratulate ourselves that we have,
in this matter of the Canada East-
ern, fallen into Government hands.

From the time when the Canada
Eastern was built, through the
joint enterprise of our present
Lieutenant Governor, Hon. Mr.
Snowball, and - Mr. Alexander Gib-
son, the road has been -a most
valuable factor in the promotion
of the business interests of the
Miramichi and Nashwaak valleys.
When it was under the joint
management of those gentlemen
no attempt was made to take
advantage of the monopoly it had
in the matter of rates, and since
Mr. Gibson has practically had the
sole control his policy in that
regard has been an equally fair—
almost a paternal one. He was ever
generous in responding to calls for
accommodation and, at times gave
concessions which must have cost
him more than theyever returned

Collecting Parent Salmon.

“For a month and a half the five or

-six men employed at the dominion gov-

ernment salmon pond at Carleton,
under the directon ot J. F. Burpee,
have been stocking the place with
salmon for their spawn in the fall, and
already eight or nine hundred have
heen transported from the barbor to
the pond. The daily average is about
twentv or twenty-five.

“The salmon are caught in weirs on
Navy Island and on the flats and care-
tully brought over to the pond inan
apparatus which allows the free flow of
salt water. Daring last summer about
1,300 were handled in the same way.
The spawn begins to ripen in the latter
part of October and the fish are grad-
ually taken fiom the pend in seines,
put in a fresh water tank for a few hours
to allow the spawn to wmere fully
mature.”—St. John Sun.

] London Timbér Tiades Journal
" 16th says:
“The few large agency houses mak-
I ing a speciality of spruce shipped from
the ports of New Brunswick and Nova
Scotia are now in the middle of their
busy period und their representatives
are energetically likely
buyers in the Liverpool, Munchester,
and Bristol' Channel markets which
form the chief outlets ,for thess goods.
The query which we propounded in our
last issue as to whether in ‘view of the
difficulty in makiog sales, cargo prices
had yet touched bottom, has, as we
expected, to be answered in the
negative, pricea having still further
sagged. The reduction, has, however,
removed the main obstacle to business,
and we learn that several cargoes have
been sold to the Bristol Channel ports.
Shippers, we understand, look upon the
reduction as being merely of a tempor-
ary character, and say that bigher
prices will be asked as soom as the
forced rate of productioa which always
| marks the snmmer wmouths has been
"abated. If this shonld turn out to be
justified by events ot which indeed the
i probabilities are not all one way,
" buyers will have no reason to repent
their barg.ins. Spruce is new lower
than it hes been for some years, aud at
its lower levels has frequently turned out
a good speculation.”

The main Japanese body was assigned to attuck the

Russian centre; a small detachment was sent toward the right flank and

another to watch the enemy’s left

flank.  After these positions had

been taken the fighting ceased for a time, but it was resumned at dawn.
The final successful charge was delivered at 5.30 in the afternoon.

the proprietors of the swil. When the
exercise of their leasehold rights impedes
the progress of civilization the latter
inevitably wins in the consequent en.
eounter.

The Anglo-Indian government is
cha-ged with tiking an unfair advantage
in forcing the hund of the Luassa author-
ities at # time when Russia, England’s
only rvival iu southern Asia, is unable to
interpese an objection. That accusation
is of no purticular weight. A nation with
& policy to enforce naturally seizes the
most opportune moment for the enforce-
ment. To procrustinate until erippled
opposition has » chance to recover is
worse than suicidal. It is idiotic.

The futue of Thibet will be settled
after the B.itish forcs enters the capitul,
Liassa ie s city of which we know little;
It has not been accessible to Emropeans.
The peculiar aversion of the Tibetaus
t» foreigue:s has kept its gates closed to
all except people of theic own faith. It
is probable that the occupation of the city
by Guneral Macdonald’s expedition will
immedistely result in the recognitien of
the T.betan government and in the
permanent establishment there of a
British commissioner, who will become
the virtual administrator of affairs. We
do not think that the Tibetans will be the
worse for the chaunge, Whatever com-
merc al and industrial developement their
country may be capable of will follow the
wolusion of it amoug the countries that
haye fouad progress only in the iunterde-
pederce of intereats. There will be senti-
mental regret in plenty and no small
amount of indignation when a period is
put to the iselation of Lassa, but nvither
regret nor indignatiom will check the
northward advancemeunt of  Britiah
dominion in that part of Asia.

Thibet is to be civilized by force, which
is precisely what barbariam and semi.
barbarism invite when thay deliberately
refuse to be civilized otherwise.—Braok-
lyn Eagle.

The Representation Appeal Gase.

A cable despatch of Thuraday from
Attorney General Pugsley to Premier
Tweedie informed him that the decisivn

“Mr. Pugeley’s centention was that
the four provinees numed in section 51
could not now include the whele of
Canads, including the territories and
British Columba.

“The court decided it was net neces-
sary to eall npen Dowiuion evunsel, but
reserved judgement.,

““Mr. Blake said toa reperter after
wards that no comment is ueeded. The
Dominion has wou the case, thut is all.

“Hon. Mr. Lemienx declared himself
delighted with the result. It was a clesr
victoty on every puint of the Deminion’s
contention,”

The matter, which has been befere the
public for two or three years and has
been discussed very thoroughly, had been
befers the Deminien Supreme Court,
which decided it adveisely tothe prov-
inces. It was carried for final settle-
ment to the Privy Council, asit was
thought best that it should be thus dealt
with so that it would not have to be
be brought up, as it might etherwise be,
with every decennial ocensus. The
question at issue is tersely stated by the
Toronto World as follows:—

The representation of Quebees was fixed
at 65, ’lPho representation of the ether

provinces was to increase or duminish as
their populiti-n increased or aiminished
in propottion t» that of Quebec. The
population of Q iebec was to be divided
by 606; the result was to be the unit of
pupulation; and each province was to
havea member for each of these units,
Suppose, for iustance. the pepulition of
Quebec to be 1,300 000; divide that by
66 and youa have a unit of 20.000.. Now
it Oatario had » population of 2,000 000
1t would have 100 of these vuits, which
would gve 1t 100 members. These
rounnd numbers are given for the sake of
simplicity. Kvery ten years the repres-
entation is to he re~djusted on the fore-
geing plan. The result of the census of
1901 and the 1edistribution of 1903 was to
wve Ontario 86 members, aluss of 6;
Nova Scotia 18, a loss of 2; New Bruns
wick 13, & loss «f1; Prince Eiward
Island 4, a loss of 1; Manitoba 10, a gain
of 3; Brit'sh Columbia 7. a gain of 1; the
Tertitaries 10, a gain of 6; the Yukon 1,
and Quebes, of course, 65.

The 8t. Johu Globe says:—The view
put forwa:d by Attorney General Pugsley
on hehalf of New Brunswick was that
“Canada” in the Act meaut Outario,
Quebec, New Brunswick and Nova Scotia,
the proviuces which tirst composed the
Dominivn, Mr. Pug-ley, in hisargument
before the Duminion Supreme Court,
strongly urged that with the grewth of
Quebec and the wert the representation
of New Bronswick might be reduced, to
five or six members—a contingency which
was never expected.

The position of the Dominion was that
“Qanada” meant the whole country at the
time of the taking of the censue, and the
D.minion Supreme Cou.t and now the
judicial commmittee of the Privy Council
accepted that as the correct view,

As to Prince Edward Island, that pro-
vince had an entirely different case.
