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THE LATE DR. DOLE.

In the death of Dr. W. P. Dole in his 86th year, St
John loses a citizen of ripe scholarship, rich culture, and
lofty character. A man possessed of gifts that would
doubtless have enabled him to attain success in the more
spectacular and profitable walks of lite, he chose to
follow the career of educationalist, wherein the rewards
are chiefly made up of the satisfaction that comes of
the knowledge of a life . well-spent.

With the exception of a brief interval during which:
he practised at the bar, Dr. Dole devoted his long life
to educational work, and did much to shape the minds,
and develop the character, of the more fortunate classes
of this community He held several public appoint-
ments for a time, but with his habits of a scholar, he
seemed to find the restraints of public office rather irk-
some, and finally decided to devote his time to con
ducting a private school

In the intervals of his work as a teacher, Dr. Dole
found timé to write essays and poems, characterized by
fine feeling, wide knowledge, and a striking and pleasing
style. A great lover of the classics, his metrical trans-
lations of “Anacreon and Horace, published from lilm‘i
to time in various periodicals, gained him considerable |
repute among scholars.

ARTFUL DODGING,

A deliberate attempt is being made, says the Toronto
News, to line up the Presbyterian and Methodist Church-
es and other religious organizations behind the Govern-
ment at Ottawa. Liberal organs properly raise quasi-
moral issues, but they improperly remain tongue-tied re-
garding the political crimes of which an unscrupulous
Ministry is guilty.

MEDICAL INSPECTION IN SCHOOLS,

At the annual convention of the Canadian Medical
Association in Toronto the medical inspection of school
children was one of the questions of public interest
which came up for discussion. It was pointed out that
Canada in this respect was not keeping pace with the
times. = While in some respects children in Canada are
better cared for than in the crowded cities of Europe
and the United States, there is no doubt that a medical
inspection would disclose conditions which would justify
its adoption.

A report of the medical inspection of British public
schools, while it should not be taken as a criterion, pre-
sents many interesting features. The work of over
1,100 medical inspectors has shown that even -bodily
cleanliness of the children is neglected. In Bradford,
only. 30 of 1,000 pupils were clean, when the first in-
spection was made years ago. Recent inspections show
great improvement, but even today nearly 200 in each
thousand appear to be strangers to soap and water. In
some of the rural districts many of the girls have un.
clean heads; and of the 900,000 pupils of London,
16,000 are verminous.

The condition of English school children's eyes is
better tham that of the children of some other countries,
yet about 18 per cent. need the care of an oculist,
while G )er “¢ent. suffer fmln ear troubles.

DAYLIGHT SAVING SYSTEM.
A test of the daylight saving system recently made
by the American Bank Note Company, one of the largest
firms in Ottawa, has proved entirely successful both

|from the point of view of the management and from that

of the employes. The experiment was tried for a
wonth, the employes commencing work one hour earlier
in the morning and leaving an hour earlier in the
afternoon,

The experience of the company was that the employes

Newcastle on Friday was nothing 1\\&!'" more punctual than under the old system, showing
Y, {that they rose earlier and came fresher to their work;

and the prospect of getting away earlier seemed to
stimulate them to perform their duties with more alacrity.
No inconvenience was experienced by the company, and
the .change went into effect almost automatically with-
out causing any difficulty.

It seems probable that before many years have
passed the du)‘lighll saving system will come to be gen-
erally adopted by manufacturing concerns during the
summer months. There does not appear to be any
valid objection why factories and similar concerns
should not make the change. Most employers would
no doubt make the concession when assured that it
would in no wise militate against business interests.
In shops and offices the change would naturally be more
gradual, unless, as in the case of an early closing by-
law, a practically unanimous movement would result in
all shops opening an hour earlier, and closing an hour
earlier. This would be a natural outcome of the gen-
eral adoption of the system by the wholesale houses,
manufacturers, and the trades generally.

Though at present the daylight saving is ‘considered
adaptable to the five months from May to September only,
there is a probability that employers of labor will eventu-
ally find it more economical to commence work earlier
during the winter months, For instance, from about
February there is daylight from seven a. m. until about
four-thirty. This means that when work is commenced
at eight o'clock and ends at six, there is more than
an hour’s consumption of artificial light every day, most
of which would be saved if the employes came to work
by daylight, and finished an hour earlier in the evening,

If, as would seem to be the case, it makes no difference
in manufacturing establishments if the hours are made
earlier or later, so long as the same work is accomplish-
ed, naturally the saving of an hour of artificial light,
especially in large establishments, would constitute an
important item.

Twenty-one pelicemen of the health squad, the New
York Sun tells us, came down on unsuspecting men who
spat blindly, meditatively or blithely on the platforms
of the Brooklyn Bridge recently. The magistrate fined
forty-two of the spitters $1 apiece in the Tombs court.
