Wonderful Results May
be Achiieved by Making
Study Real. ,

—

New York, N. Y., Feb. 23.—"ilsving
pictures will be used generally in. the
schoolrcom within two years,” says
John Coller, secretary of the board
of college professors and authors,
Which is known as the mational board
of ccnsorship for the moving picture
companies.

They will be a part of the school
system, like books, and they will be
used also to afford evening entertain-
ment !_or the parents and thus interest
them in school work.

“I cannot think of any study in
grade schools or colleges that can-
not be taught by moving pictures., Al-
most any arithmetic problem, for in-
stance, can be thrown on a screen
in some form or other.

“Botany may be taught by beauti-
ful pictures, now that colored photo-
graphy has been applied to moving
pictures. I have seen a colored moving
picture which shcwed the planting of
seed and the growth and develocpment
of a plant, its leaves and its beauti-
ful flowers, all within the space of
10 minutes, Teaching botany in this
way is almost an improvement on go-
ing into the fields.

“Biology and many other sciences
may be taught by the pictures, One of
the latest feats of the moving picture
experts has been to photograph the
moving wings of an insect—2,000 mo-
tions a second. These pictures may
be run slowly so that the children
may see just exactly how an insect
flies,

“In natural history children
may witness sights that they never
could see in the field-—pictures taken
with great care and patience, of mo-
ther ‘birds feeding thely young; of
wild animals in their haunts, moving
about as in real life, eating, sleeping
living according tc . their natures.

“Vivid interest can be given to his-
tory. The teacher can make it seem
absolutely real by throwing on the
screen representations of great his-
torical events,

“Sunday schools, before long, will
be using moving pictures to tell Bibli-
cal stories to their pupils—a. thousand
times more effective and impressive
than the charts no in use,

“In literature, ' scenes
works of great authors might be
thrown on the screen. In time, as
the system gains a foothold, the mov-
ing picture of the author himself
might be shown, long after his death,
thus making himself and his work a
living reality in the minds of the
pupils. i

“The beauties of teaching geogra-
phy by moving pictures are obvious.
The children can be taken on real
tours of the world.

“The public library
school library will
charge of the films. Each city will
have a constantly growing library of
moving pictures—a circulating library
~—through which the pictures will be
distributed to the schools.”

Still, there
are many people in the metropolis

who would prefer to travel to America
from London in six days rather than
take the railroad journey to Liverpool
and do the voyage in four and a half
days, especially if an increased allow-
ance of baggage was made to them.

The ambiticn of the port of London
authority is to provide accommoda-
tion, not only for a Mauretania, but
for any ship that may be constructed
within the next thirty years. To
achieve this end the River Thames
must be deepened, new docks built,
and existing docks remodelled, These
comprise the London docks, with a
water area of forty acres, the West
India docks, famous for the fact that
Pitt and his cabinet were present
when the foundation stone was laid,
Millwall docks, East Indfa docks, Vie-
toria and Albert docks and Tillbury
docks.

The present restricted accommoda-
tion in the Thames allows only of
ships of a limited size, and the first
improvement to be taken consists in
increasing the port's accommodation
in this respect.
