Republic;;l-Commit-

BOTH SIDES AGREE

Taft and Roosevelt Sup-
porters Willing to Ad-
mit Press at Delibera-
tions—Lack of Accomo-
dation the Only Draw-
back.

Chicago, June 6 —Publicity will gov-
ern the Republican National Commit
tee In its deliberations upon the con-
tests for seats in the national conven-
tion. This was decided without
opposition at the opening session of
the committee today In accordance
with the expressed wishes of Presi
dent Taft and Col.
velt.

‘'he public and the newspaper
be represented by the five press asso-
clations recognized by admission of
their reporters to the floor of the Na-
tlonal House of Representatives at
Washington, Twe men from each such
press associations will be permitted
to be present during all deliberations
and decisions of the committees.
There will be no executive decislons.

The committee also elected Victor
Rosewater of Omah permanent chair-
man and adopted the rules of four
years ago which are to govern the
hearings preliminary to the National
Convention which begins June 18.

Opinlons differ tonight as to signifi-
cance of the only vote taken during
the meeting which might be construed
as a test of strength in the committee
as between the Taft and Roosevelt ad-
herents in the committee. ‘That yote
of 89 to 13 was on the guestion of
confining - the represeutation of the
newspapers to the press assoclations.

The Roosevelt people -contended
for a complete “removal of the lia”
by admitting also at least one repre-
sentative of every newspaper having
a recognition in the press galleries
in congress. This was jirged by
Frank B. Kellogg, of Mumhesotta as a
substitute for the recommendation of
Committeeman Hart of lowa, but it
was defeated, as stated above, and
the roll call showed the success of
Mr. Hart's motion.

The only other vote of a significant
character was on the proposal of
Senator Borah that eight members
should be sufficient to order a roll
call, This was defeated and the old
rule providing for twenty for this
purpose was re-enacted.

The Taft adherents did mot object
to the widest publicity, but argued
that the committee did not have fa-
cilities for admitting all and urged
that while no part of the committee’s
sessions ‘should be practically execu-
tive, stenographic reports ghould be
given ‘to the press.

With two hundred and thirty-eight
contests pending it is plain that the
committee will need every available
hour from now until the convention
meets &t noon on Tuesday, June 18

Senator Dixon, Col. Roosevelt's
manager, had the proxy of T. L. Flan-
nagan of Nevada, but declined to use
it because of his partisan interest in
the committee's activity. He hand-
ed this proxy over to ex-Representa-
tive Lueius T, Littauer, a Roosevelt
delegate from New York, but the com-
mittee declined to admit Mr. Littauer
without a direct proxy from Mr, Flan-
nagan,
