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GENTLEMEN ADVENTURERS AND THE ELEPHANT
POACHING INDUSTRY OF THE AFRICAN JUNGLE

(New York Herald.)

Elephant poaching Is an'illicit indus-
try of the African jungle around which
these days the writers of fiction amd
of highly colored news reports delight
to weave the web of fancy.

Here, for instance, is the weird tale
of James Ward Rogers, sent out last
week through the medium of the As-
sociated Press. At a matter of fact, the
gathering (of tusks of the pachyderm
against the law of the wild is pursued
as a matter of cold blooded business.
Those who pursue it are usually dar-
ing men and quickly become desper-
ate. Cut off from the world and with
scant resources, they are frequently
forced to fall back upon their ingenu-
ity to keep alive-—much less to get to-
gether money enough to buy expen-
:xlve steamship tickets back to civiliza-

on,

In the old days it was not necessary
for an ivory hunter to. poach. The
jungle was practically free to any man
who had the nerve to invade it and he
had no restrictiong upon his departure
with the spoil—if he were lucky
enough to get to the coast with it,

But things have changed in these
late years since the great continent
has been partitioned out amopg Euro
pean nations, and the boundaries of
each colony or “protectorate” clearly
defined. To shoot elephants in any
part of it without a proper authoriza
tion from the local government is a
crime far more heinous than -that of
shooting deer or grouse on the estate
of an English earl, A man .may be
a poacher on a small scale, seeking
merely to dodge the payment of a
license fee. This license varies in
different parts of thet game country
and also varies from year to year.
It used to be about $30 in the Congo,
but is probably much more than that
now. Then the hunter must also
have ‘an expensive license for carry:
ing firearms,

But the license requirement is not
the chief difficulty in the paht of ad
venturers like Rogers. There are
open and closed seasons for elephants
just as there are for quail. In the
eastern part of the Congo, in the days
Leopold, thére could be no elephant
hunting from the middle of May to
the middlé of October—and east of
a certain parallel the killing of ele-
phants was prohibited throughout the
entire year. If the administrators of
East African colonies were not to en-
force such legislation as this it would
be only a short time until African
elephants would become as rare as
the rare okapl.

But of far greater significance to
the ivory hunter is the Congo stamp
regulation, For instance, an ivory

trader goes out into the elephant
district and trades a couple of imita-
tion skin rugs (costing abe-t $7) for
a pair of tusks worth pei..ps $500.
Before he is allowed to leave the dis-
trict he must march his caravan up
to the government station and give
up one of the tusks. Then the com-
mandant places the stamp of his dis-
trict on the other, and the trader may
pass on.

Now, it must be obvious to any
reader that a pusiness ylelding. such
handsome profits is greatly. restricted
by a regulation that takes away fifty
per cent, of the gross at one blow.
If the trader be a Greek or a Hindoo,
well and good; but if he be an Ameri-
can’ like Rogers, with initiative and
daring he will soon develop into an
“ivory runner” on a large scale. The
wrter has seen an Englishman turn
the same trick, but on a small scale,
when he was tationesd in non-British
territory, and has also seen the same
game in the mahogany belt of the
West Coast,

The method of “running” ivory on
the East Coast is very simple. The
trader gets back into the bush with
his cloth, or his mules, or his gin, or
whatever else that particular distriet
barters ofr. If he has trader here be-
fore the chiefs all know him and wel-
come him, for a travelling department
store has great fascination for the Af-
rican back from the coast. The trad-
er easily bargains for all the ivory
that the village has collected through
shooting elephants with poisoned ar
rows, and then he may make another
bargain with the chief to help him
evade the stamp law.

Were. the African jungle not as im-
passable tangle it would be easy for
his caravan to scatter through the for-
est by night and escape from the dis-
trict with all the tusks. But earavans
must of necessity, follow the trails—
and night travel is not popular with
the African. The game is therefore
played in the following manner:

The trader splits his caravan into
two parts. One of these (and general-
ly the smaller) is escorted by him up
to the post and the official is request-
ed to take the government’'s share of
the ivory and affix his stamp to the
rest. While this inspection is in pro-
gress the remainder of the caravan in
charge of a reliable headman, is pilot-
ed by a hative along one of the secret
trains that dodges the station and
joins the main trail some miles beyond
it. As a further precaution the tisks of
this caravan are 'so wrapped that they
cannot be detected without examina-
tion. This running has been
organized as the former industry of
slave hunting, but the operators are
compelled to change their field of op-

ALLEN LAYS GRAFT 0
"COBOLING THE COPE"

Research Director Holds Ad-
ministration- of the Depart-
ment Has Been Run by Rank
and File.

New York, Aug. 30.—The blame for
widespread  graft in the Police De
partment and the evident contempt
for superiors which led up to the
murder of Rosenthal is lald to the
policy of the present city administra-
tion in “coddling the cops” in a state-
ment given out yesterday by W. E.
Allen, director of the Burean of
Municipal Research.

Mr. Allen issued this statement af-
ter being asked what police matters
had come to his attention which
would be of interest to the Alder
manic investigating committe. ‘.

He points out that since Commis-
gioner Waldo took office nearly all
demands made by the police have
been granted. Trivial complaints
were ordered abolished, men were re-

instated after bel out of the de
partment for \;’Pf the lientenants
had their numpers removed from
their shields, fines imposed by Com-
missioner Waldo’'s predecessor were
revoked, the recommending of pen-
sions wag turned over to a board
composd, with one exception, of un-
informed men. The result has been
Mr. Allen thinks, that the police
have become arrogant.

“Police all over the city openly ex-
press disrespect for their superiors,”
he says, “for their Commissioner, for
the Mayor and for the public, and for
even outward order and decency. If
the Aldermanic investigators start
with' the cop they will never find the
explanation and a piéventive for this
lack of respect.

“I¢ they start at headquarters and
with the record of the mayor's office
they can find it. It is notorious in po-
lice work the world over that crime
and vice take their cue from the su-
perior officer who enforce the law.

“(Coddling the cop is a result which
has been charged against the present
administration from the first.”

Mr. Allen then points out a few in-
stances in which the police have been
coddled, which he thinks will interest
the investigators.

“They want a number of additional

eaptains and other officers in places
where Commissioner Cropsey said they
were not needed,” he continued. “They
got them, Taxpayers pay the bill,
- “A degraded inspector who was pub-
liely accused by name before a mem-
ber of the mayor’s cabinet of having
conspired with evil forces to cripple
the mayor and to perpetuate lawbreak®
ing, is shortly reinstated in his form-
er rank.

“A lot of backers want untried men
in a detective bureau. They get them.
Out go men who have proved their ef-
ficlency. Their Joss is so obviously
geriously that they are gradually re-
stored.

“A small minority of cops want to
coddle well known crooks and for, or
without, alleged big prices get the pic-
tures of these crooks out of the
rogues gallery, It matters not what
the reasons given by the mayor were,
the fact is that out went the picture
~whether hyndreds or thousande,
should be ascertained by the alder-
men. Who asked to have them destroy-
ed, what record has been kept to show
that only unconvicted , persons, not
crooks, had this favor extended to
them should also be ascertained.”
