Ottawa, Nov, 6—The monthly state-
ment of the-finance department shows
the results which were to be expect-
ed from Canada’s endeavoring to bear
her share in the war. During the
month of October the net debt in-
creased by $9,288,814 and now stands
at $352,675,399.

The revenue for the month was
$10,641,254, a decrease of $3,5684,344
as compared with October last year.
For the first seven monthg of the fis-
cal year the revenue totals $80,972,-
466, a decrease of $20,130,848 as com-
pared with the same period last year.
