One hundred and fifty members of 
the Women's Canadian Club gathered 
at Bond's restaurant 
noou to do honor to 
Agues Warner, Infirmier Major, F. P. 
N. C. The room had <>ecu decorated 
with streamers "of red. white and blue 
and the tables set in the shape of an 
oblong, were decorated with spring 
flowers, and pussy-willows, 
head of the table, resting on a red 
cross ut satin ribbon, stood a silver 
basket of flowers, red and white val­
uations ami blue iris. Back of Miss 
Warner were three Hag.-, draped from 
the window, the Union Jack, the Stars 
and Stripes, and the Tri-oolor of 
France.

Mrs. Kuhring. president of the Wo­
men's Canadian Club, had at her right. 
Nursing Sister Warner, and at her left 
Lady Tilley. Others at the officer's 
table were Lady Huzen. Mrs. '). B. 
Warner. Mrs. W. E. Foster. Mrs. R, T 
Hayes, Dr. Margaret Parks. It. K. C., 
Matron Edith Hegan. R. R. C.. Mrs. L. 
P. Tilley. Among the guests were 
Mrs. Charles Coster. Miss Warner. 
Mrs. Kelly. Mrs. G. E. Barbour. R. R. 
C., and Miss McDonald. R. It. C., re­
turned nursing sisters. Lady Tilley 
has had the distinction of wearing 
the badge of a “Lady of Grace" of the 
Order of St. John of Jerusalem, and 
Mrs. Kuliring was more recently grant­
ed that honor.

After the luncheon had been served, 
Mrs. Kuhring thanked those who had 
come to support the club in its effort 
to do lionoi to one whom they had as 
their geust. She welcomed especially 
the white veiled sisters and said thr.i 
the decorations worn stood for magni­
ficent work. She thanked those who 
had given these examples of great wo­
manhood and gone where others could 
not go to care for in the most minute 
way those precious bodies widen 
meant so much to those at home. Tne 
gathering represented something of 
the great feeling of admiration and 
gratitude for the honored guest, she 
who had seen that procession of maim­
ed. tortured and disabled men going 
back to succor, comfort and skilled 
aid. It was only made possible that 
there should be this succor because of 
the voluntary help of those who like 
Miss Warner had given such ievoted 
services.

On rising to speak. Nursing Sister 
Warner, who was greeted with pr-> 
longed applause, said that she thank­
ed all present for the honor but that 
she had only done what the other sis­
ters did. She then told liow she hap­
pened to be at Divonne les Bains with 
Mrs. Eldrich of New York when war 
broke out. and a hospital o>f fifty beds 
was established there. Miss W 
came home for two weeks in Decem­
ber. 1914, and went back taking with 
her com fort sr four cases going from 
St. John. She stayed at Divonne till 
September. 1915. Here they got the 
minor cases of wounded and shell 
shocked men who got better rapidly 
in the quiet spot. In September. 1918, 
they moved to a field hospital 25 miles 
from Dunkirk, and ten miles from the 
British lines. This hospital was or­
ganized by an American woman ana 
given to the French government wild 
the stipulation that the donor could 
choose her own nurses, so there were 
English. American, Canadian and Aus­
tralian nurses there. The nurses used 
to go what they called "IjOity Hop­
ping.' which meant starting to walk 
and being picked up by the motor lor­
ries as they came along. Sister Hare 
was visited several times.
