for the city, but the situation in Swit-
zer'aud will not permit of their giving
wore than a few days’ relief.

“The American and Allied ministers
to Rumania have telegraphed to their
respective governments that, after in-
vestigating, they are convinced that
the fcod supply of Rumania will not
{last for more than another 30 days,
{and ttat immediate steps for relief
{ must be taken if the country is not to
be submerged by Bolshevism.

“Methods of relief are under con-
sileintion, but present extreme diffi-
cuities. The railroads of Rumania are
largely broken down. There is a great
dea! of port destruction and there is
|ne bunker coal in the Black Sea ex-

No Flag There.

Germany, before she went out of the
Eusiness of apportioning ‘the world to
suit herself, sought to steal a march
on the r of the nations by inserting
@ clause in the now defunct Brest-Lit-
ovek treaty dividing the control of
Spitzbergen between Germany and
Russia—in other words, giving it to
Germany. When the clause came to
light there was great indignation in
England over this act of German pre-
sumption. For, until the signing of
the Brest-Litovsk treaty neither Ger-
many nor Russia had ever put forth
any claim to Spitzbergen. Neither had
England, for that matter, nor any other
nition.  Over - Spitzbergen’s  bleak
wastes wo flag has ever flown.

The remarkable history of Spitzber
gen began when the islands were dis-
covered in 1596 by Willlam Barents,
the Dutch explorer. The islands were
covered with ice and snow, and no
nation considered it worth while to lay
claim to such worthless territory. So,
whils visited occasionally by whalers,
they have remained ownerless through
400 years, while the powers of the
earth have been scrambling for col-
onies in fairer lands. But if Spitz-
bergen is so worthless as to remain
unclaimed through all the intervening
centuries since Barents visited its har-
bor, why should the Peace Conference

Af-
ter Germany’s action became kmown
‘tg’and hurried a ship to Spitzbergen,
and raised the 1glish flag there, Eng
‘and' announces, however, that she
took this action merely to offset the
c'aim of Germany, and that the dispo-
sition of Spitzbergen will have to be
mede by the Peace Conference.

But reverting to pre-war conditions,
if capital was to be invested in the
development of Spitzbergen, capitalists
wust have some assurance of protec-
ton. As matters stood, any man who

‘‘ilie sitnation is one that is entirely
novel. The records of history will be
searched in vain for precedents. Since
a similar state of affairs has never be-
fore arisen to perplex the statesmen of
the world, there is no use seeking a
soiut’on in past examples. Indeed, so
unusval is the situation that compari-
gong and conclusions drawn from his-
torical experience are entirely wanting
and the problem mgust be solved by a
consideration of the fundamental prin-
ciples underlying gov@nmental institu-
tions, It must be determined whether
the nature of sovereignty admits the
possibility of the exercise of sovereign
power on land without the existence
of territorial govereignty. Such a
probiem leads into the fields of polit4
cal plilosophy, into an analysis o the
abstract idea of sovereignty, and into
a copgideration of its origin, extent
and exercise.” ., !
