All the indications are often mask-
ed until the post mortem and there are
many cases on record where the disease
was only discovered after death from an
extraneous cause such as an accident.
Whatever the outcome, the king’s grave
illness must invalid him for a long time.

The King's Dinner to the Poor.

London, June 25.—The reports which
are again being circulated in New York,
of King Edward’s desperate condition, are
untrue.

American life insurance companies will
suffer no loss, because, ia this country, to
obtain life insurance policies, the applicant
must establish an insurable interest in the
person insured.

King Edward carries $3,600,000 with
English companies. This is on personal
policies, upon which he pays jpremiums
eut of his private purse. The total risks
on his life, on policies by business men, is
placed at $21,000,000.

London,June 26—Midnight—Those around
King Edward continue to be astonished
at his rapid recovery. The slightly an-
noying symptoms mentioned in the bulle-,
tin issued at 11 o’clock tonight are quite
ineconsedquential - compared to the fact,
which the Associated Press has learned,
that his majesty again took food tonight
and was afterwards allowed to smoke a
cigar.

Queen ‘Aléxandra sat with her husband
all the evening and left him after he had
fallen into a peaceful sleep.

Mention by. the king’s doctors of the
care with which food is administered to
the royal patient and of the return of
pain in the wound can. safely be taken
as merely an earnest of their conscientious
intention to make public the slightest ad-
verse symptoms, however unimportant.
+ The king’s courage and good temper are
remarkable, and today he personally wrote
several telegrams and one or two notes.

Royal Patient Had It Brought to Him--He
Saved One from Disappointment.

As evidence of the king’s persistent re-
fusal to efface himself from his connec-
tion with state affairs, and in corrobora-
tion of the statement that the physicians
are satisfied with their patient’s condition,
the Associated Press learns that,” besides,
personally opening telegrams Wednesday
evening, King Edward then insisted upon
a final inspection of the honor list. There
was one appointment of considerable im-
portance which had not been definitely
decided at that time, the king approved
this nomination and gave the final order
to the department interested, thus saving
one of the recipients of honors from severe
disappointment.

Tonight King Edward is better in every
way than he was last night or this morn-
ing. The return of pain in his wound is
not® accompanied by any appreciable in-
crease of temperature. In fact King Xd-
wand’s doctors are inclined to regard the
patient’s pain and his appetite as healthy
symptoms, although, with the reserve they
have maintained throughout, they refrain
from commenting thereon.

Royal Pardons Will Hold Good.

By the king’s personal desire the royal
pardons of offenders in the army will go
into effect just as if the Coronation -had
occurred. Tihis last intimation suitably
brings to a close the day which was to
have been notable in Bnglish history, and
which from the view point of the public
has passed in that mediocrity which is at-
tached to all things that are neither
wholly good nor wholly bad.

The most striking feature of coronation
day, as it is still called, was the univer:
sal substitution of services of intercession
for those of rejoicing. These services oc-
curred throughout the country and on
board the great fleet that lies unreviewed
in Portsmouth harbor. Yet even these

Londoners, Hopefu!, Talk of the Event-—
Opinion is It Will Be Quiet.

Hundreds of visitors to T.ondon,especial-
ly Americans and people from the, coun-
try flocked to Westminster Abbey today
and until late at night curious and rather
awe-stricken crowds steod gazing at the
place where Edward VII should have been
crowned. The artificial coronation annex
which is one of the few parts of the
abbey not hidden by stands, attracted
special attention, tinged with a pathos

that its tragic futility- could scarcely fail’

Providing King Edward maintains his
present rate of improvement, London will
soon be emptied of ‘its holiday crowd and
the postponed coronation will be looked
forward to as an occasion for sedate
thanksgiving, bereft of pageantry.

London, June 26—At five o'clock this
afternoon, a representative of the Associ-
ated Press-was informed at Buckingham
Palace that not one of the chief doectors
was in attendance on the king and that
they were mnot expected: back till six.

Tondon, June 26.—Mr. and Mrs. White-
law Reid, after the services at St. Paul’s,
were entertained at luncheon at the resi-
dence of Lord Lansdowne, the foreign
wecretary, when Mr. Reid, formally took
his leave as special ambassador. The only
remaining formality is his official leave
taking of the Prince of Wales, which will
probably be arranged for tomorrow-
Thereafter the American special embassy
will dissolve, Mr. and Mrs. Reid and Gen-
eral James H, Wilson and Mrs. Wiison
going to the continent and the other mem-
bers of Mr. Reid’s suite scattering. They
will return later to London in private
capacity.

Mr. Reid said this evening that he had
cancelled all of his social engagements for
the next fortnight. Having been sent to
England solely for the purpose of express-
ing the good will of the American people
in the matter of the king's coronation, he
felt. he could mot properly accept social
engagements during the time that his
wajesty remained in a precarious condi-
tion.

No intimation has yet been received here
of the intention of the state department
at Washington concerning the representa-
tion of the United States at the covona-
tion of King Edward.

Kaiser Would Have Gone to London.

According to the Birmingham Post, im-
mediately after hearing of King Edward’s
illness, lomperor William telegraphed to
Prince Ilenry of Prussia. who was in
London, setting forth how he was moved
by the news and ofiering to come jimmed-
iately to London to sece his uncle, if there
was any immediate danger. Prince Henry
is said to have replied with reassuring
message.

The Pope's Sorrow
Rome, June 26.—The TPope was much

distressed when he heard of King 1d-
ward’s illness and immediately telearaph-

ed to Mgr. Meyry del Val, the special
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papal envoy, to convey his expressions of
sorrow to his majesty and keep the pon-
tiff fully informed as to his condition.

Canada's Sorrow and Sympathy.

Ottawa, June 26—(Special)—Sir Henry
Strong, acting governor-general, has sent
this cable to the colonial secretary: “The
people of Canada join with me in the ex-
pression of deep sorrow at his majesty's
iliness, and earnestly pray for his early re-
covery. Please convey our feelings of
sympathy to her majesty the queen.”

The lieutenant-governor of  Brilish
Columbia has requested the acting govei-
nor-general to forward to his majesty the
sorrow of the people of that province for
the illness of the king, amd hope for his
early recovery.

A telegram announcing the sudden ik-
ness of King Edward and of the postpone-
ment of the coronation ceremonies was
received with deep and general expressions
of regret. Doctors Stewart and Read
offered prayer.

Rev. Dr. Sprague moved a resolution
expressive of earnest sympathy of the
conference in the crisis which has arisen
in the present condition of the king’s
health and prayed that God might long
spare his life to reign over his united
people. The resolution was unanimously
passed. g ‘

The discussion of Doctor Sprague’s mo-
tion, which had been laid on the table,
was next taken up. It was a memorial
to general 'conference, asking that a book
:of *Bible selections be prepared, suitable
for responsive reading. )

There was a spirited debate upon this
question, those taking part being Doctor
Paisley, Doctor Stewart, Doctor Chapman,
Revs. F. A. Wightman, S. H. Rice, A. C.
Bell, W. W. Lodge and others. The mo-
tion was carried by a majority of two, ‘the
poll standing 27 for, 25 against.

A ministerial session was held this af-
ternoon and the general session at 3. Doc-
tor Evans presented the report of the
supernumerary and ministers’ widows’
fund. The income was $13,077; capital,
$111,735. He read the list of those nvho
subscribed to the supernumerary fund.

Doctor Paisley presented educational re-
port No. 3, dealing with deputations.

Rev. 8. Howard gave the treasurer’s
report of the parsonage aid fund—income
$75, expenditure $74.

The president nominated the followiag
as conference special committee: Doctor
Paisley, Doctor Wilson, Revs. G. M.
Campbell, G. W. TFisher, George Steel,
with the president and chairman of dis-
tricts. :

H. S. Young submitted the report of
the committee on Sabbath ehservance.
It recommended that the conference place
o1 record its hearty appreciation of and
sympathy with the efforts of the Lord’s
day alliances as well as the important
service rendered by ;Rev. J. G. Shearer,
secretary of 'thé dominion alliance and
urged all ministers and people to co-opel
ate with the alliance.

Tt was moved by Rev. James Crisp that
the thanks of the conference be presented
to the people-of Sackville and vicinity for
the very generous manner in which they
have entertained the conference.

The seeretary was instructed to tele-
graph the governor for transmission to
the king the rcsolution passed at the
moraing session, as follows:

WHAT POSTPONEMENT
COSTS LONDON.

e

Great Sums Lost by Individuals and Corpor-
ations.

London, June 24—To no other set of
men did the news of the king’s illness and
the postponement of the coronation come
with more stunning force than to those
who had erected gigantic stands along the
route of the procession.

They had invested thousands of pounds
and had hoped to gain other thousands.
They had sold their tickets with the un-
derstanding, as a rule, that the money

<hould e returned to the purchasers i
there were no procession.

I saw a number of these men, and
ascertained that, in a majority of cases,
while the money would e returned, the
buyers of the tickets, who are specu-
lators themselves, would mot be entire
losers.
taken precautions to be on the safe side,
and insured themselves against postpone-
ment. Some of these insuraices were
placed with the Lloyds undenwriters, oth-
ers with insurance companies.

A careful estimhte of the number of
seits on stands along the route of the
second day’s procession places it at 600,-
000. A practical builder told me the aver-
age cost to speculators, including lease of
the grounds, price of timber, labor and
decorations would be about 30 shillings
per seat. This wou'd make an investment
of about £900,000 in seats alone.

TFrom what I learned today, at least
one-half of this amount has been insured
at comparatively low premium, so that
insurance companies and underwriters
stand to lose £400,000 to £500,000 on this
score alone. |

Those spectators who did not - insure,
of course, will lose everything they have
invested, unless the coronation procession
comes off in the immediate future.

‘There was: a tremendous hubub at
Lloyds avhen the news of the king's ill-
ness first reached there. The under-
writers endeavored to cover, but as a rule
were quite unsuccessiul.

As to the stock exehaage prices dropped
upon receipt of the news, but there was
no slump or panic. Almost all the South
African list came down in price. There
was very . little selling or offers to buy.
Prices fell out of sympathy, and nothing
more.

1 talked with one of the leading men
connected with the stock exchange. He
said that the illness, or even the death
6f King Edward, which he sincerely hoped
would not happen, could not have -any
great efiect upon prices. He pointed out
that the productiveness of South African
mines would not be affected, no matter
who reigned, nor would the earnings of
railways. -

The people who will lose the most
severely are the caterers, restaurateurs
and the men who supply game, meats and
vegetables to hotels and restaurants. ;|
know of one case where within half an
hour after the making public of thes fact
of the king’s illness the merchant received
orders countermanding the purchase of
hams to the number of 400. Big caterers
were €imply flooded all day with  tele-
grams cancelling orders. They, on their
part, had ordered supplies of all kiads in
expectation of being called upon to feed
hungry thousands. Most of this money
will be lost.

Then, of course every woman who was
to attend the coronation had spent con-
siderable sums on dresses and jewels.
1t is immossible, of course, to make any
estimate of the enormous expeaditure
which collectively, they went to.

The vestries of parishes through which
the processions were to go had likewise
made elaborate preparations for decora~
ting the streets. Most of this will also
be a loss. .

Railway companies have hastily to de-
cide whether the thousands of excursions
they arranged are to be cancelled.

Steamships, with bunkers filled, lie wait-
ing to take people to the now postponed
review.

Ten thousand carriages, for which horses
had been brought in from all parts of the
country, must be scattered abroad again.

Luxuries of the most costiy kind, which
no one now has the heart to eat, foods
kept packed in ice for crowds that will
not come, guide books by the hundred
thousand which no one read, have to be
cleared away.

Scores of thousands.of mea taken on for
extra work in various capacities at this
time of rush are being told they are no
longer wanted.

Neatly 1000,000 persons were ready to
come to London. Every banqueting house
was fully engaged for festivities which now
have no meaning.

Many passersby clanced wilth sympathy
upon the hawkers who lined the side-
walks. Who will now buy their corvona-

tion sovereigns, their loyal handkerchiels, ¢

their brooches, their mottoes, their port-
raits and their buttons?

“Jield Marshal H. R. H. the Duke of
Connaught, accompanied by Iarl Roberts,
field marshal commanderin-chief, inspected
the colonial contingent at Alexandra Pal-
ace yesterday.

The
storm was the worst experienced in Shed-
iac for some years.

Rider Haggard's Barber Brother.

Lieutenant-Colonel Andrew Haggard is
the latest recruit to {he noble British
army of ‘“gentlemen shopkeepers.” The
colonel has gone a little farther than. the
others of the class, in that he has opened
a barber shop, thus blazing the way for
a mew ocupation fér the nobility and
gentry. He is a brother of Rider Hag-
gard, the noveli¢t, and is portly, bald-
headed, and of a good family, the head
of which is William Haggard of Braden-
ham Hall, Norfolk, one of the ‘“landed
gentry,” and now in the diplomatic serv-
ica.

Tt was the colonel’s baldness that led to
opening his barber shop. Reecently he
made a visit to Canada, and there, wan-
dering out among the Indians, he discov-
ered a preparation °concocted by the
aboriginies that they warrant to cure ia-
cipient baldness, if, indeed, it will not
make hair grow on bald heads. The
colonel, always on the lookout for some-
thing to take the place of a wig in cover-
ing hi< bare pate, was at once interested,
tried the compound and was so much
pleased with the result that he went back
to England and opened his barber shop.
His days of active military service being
over he saw no reason why he should
not turn a penny .in that way. Of course,
Rider Haggard, celebrated “novelist and
member of parliament, and William Hag-
gard, lord of Bradenham Hall, were shock-
ed; but the colonel doesn’t'care.

The “gentleman barber” is something
of a writer himself, and has contributed
'.nze?v articles on sporting matters to the
Fiéld, the Country Gentleman and Black-
wood’s. Ile has also published a novel
which, though not so successful as the
works of his brilliant brother, Rider,
was fairly well received.” In the British
army the bavber-author holds the rank of
major, his title of lieutenant-colonel at-
taching to the Eygptian army, in which
he served for some time ands did excel-
lent work.

Rail Output of 1901.

Philademhia, June 26—According to sta-
tistics just completed by  the American
Iron & Steel. Association, the production
of rails of all kinds in the United States
for 1901 reached the grand total of 2,874,-
639 tons, making the largest production
ever attained. Of this amount 2,870,816
tons were DBessemer steel rails, in the
manufacture of which 18 plants were en-
aaged. Of these six were located in
Pennsylvania, -two in Maryland, five in
Ohio, two in Illinois, and one each in
Wisconsin, Colorado and Wyoming. ‘The
production of open-heath steel rails also
veached high-water mark in 1901, with 2.-
093 tons. These were rolled in Alabama.
Ohio and Pennsylvania. The produetion
of iron rails amounted to 1,730 tons, all
of which were rolled in Alabama, Tolo-
rado and Tennessee. '
