with respect to which Greece _considered
the interests of her allies rather than her
ovwn. The chances for the conclusion of
peace would have suffered from the rein-
forcement of the Dardanelles and Tchatalia
garrisons.

Naval Battle Expected.

Constantinople, Dec. 5—The Turkish fleet
is concentrating in the Dardanelles. The
government has decided to order it to en-
gage the Greek fleet, but there is much
skepticism regarding “the probability of a
naval battle.

Washinzton Worried.

Washington, Dec. 5—Possibilty of danger
to Ameriedan ' life and property in.
