The City oi London—Its Ancient
Charter - Its Peculiar Government.
The editor of the Chicago Tribune,who

has also been Mayor of' Chicago, writes

to his paper from London some items of
interest touching the local and govern-
mental peculiarities of the latter city,
which will be news to most of our
readers. From one of Editor-Mayor

Medill's recent letters we make this ex-

tract: :

London has grown in numbers, magni-
tude and consequence, with the growth
of the nation of which it has been the
capital for more than twelve centuries.
London is now the political capital of an
empire of 250,000,000 souls, and it is the
financial capital of the whole Anglo-Sax-
on race, including the United States. It
is a curious fact that the Revolted Colo-
nies are the largest customers of the
Mother Country, and the largest borrow-
ers of London money.

When speaking of London, the ancient
corporation of that name must not be un-
derstood. The city of London proper,
ruled over by a London Mayor and Board
of Aldermen, is only & mile long by two-
thirds of a mile broad, containing 440
{ acres, and less than 75,000 inhabitants. It
.decreased between 1861 ard 1871, more
than 87,000 in population. This Old Lon-
don;y a couple of centuries ago, contained
250,000 inhabitants. But the family popu-
lation have nearly all moved out ot it,and
"it is now given up to banks, insurance

paper publishing, government offices, of-
fices, lawyer’s offices.and such business as

.| one sces in New York one mile from the

Battery up Broadway and the cross
streets.§ \

But what the world calls London con-
sists of ten districts, the smallest of all
the others being much larger than Lon-
don proper, viz: Chelsea, Finsbury,
Greenwich, - Hackney, Lambeth, Maryle-
bone, Southwark, Tower Hamlets, W est-
minster, and London. Three or four of
these districts contain each more than
500,000 souls. The whole are known here
as the Metropolitan District.. Old Lon-
don is the only division that is governed
by a Mayor and Board of Aldermen. The
other districts have Boards of Vestry-
men, whose duties are as few and simple
as those of the Town Board of an Illinois
township. They have very little to do
except to look.after the paupers in their
districts.

The powers of the Mayor and Aldermen
of Old London are very peculiar and dif-
ficult to understand or describe, as they
bear no resemblance to the municipal
government of an American city.

The charter of London is not from
Parliament, because it is much older than
Parliament. It dates back to Julius
Ceesar, and consists of various special
privileges, rights and monopolies, graat-
ed and conferred by various monarchs—
notably by William the Conqueror, King
John, Henry IIl., Elizabeth and others.
Whenever the Kings were hard run for
money to carry on their wars, the Corpo-
ration of London would give or loan them
a snm in consideration of an enlarge-
ment of special privileges, monopolies
in trade, tolls and duties.

The Aldermen are elected for life, but
have no salaries. In addition to Alder-
manic duties they are magistrates, hav-
ing certain justices of the peace powers.

by the Aldermen from their body, and al-
80 two Under Sheriffs, each for one year.
From these Sheriffs the Mayor is elected
by rule of rotation. He occupies the
office only one year, and is rarely re-
elected, though eligible. His salary is
$25,000 per annum, with furnished man-
‘slon house and liveried servants provid-
ed at the city’s expense. He is always
knighted and has a Sir as a handle to his
name. He is expected to spend twice
his salary in giving banquets and civic
entertainments, and rarely fails to do it.
The honor of the place is considered an
equivalent for $25,000 which he is out of
pocket at the end of the year. His duties,
aside fromr entertaining distinguished
people and giving banquets, consist
of presiding over the city Council, and

punish by fine and imprisonment, the
He has
no veto-power, no power of appointment
or removal, no seat in any other Board,
no authority to send messages, general
or special, recommending anything or
measure to the Aldermanic body.

The present Mayor has the same pow-
ers and duties, and ceremonies to per-
form that all the preceding eighteen
hundred Lord Mayors had—neither more
nor less. I could not learn that the
functions of his office had been enlarged
or diminished since the¢ Norman, Saxon
or Roman conquest, Itwould be estecm-
ed worse than sacrilege to change any-
thing connected with the office an iota.
Sueh is the invincible force of habit and
love of ancient usage in the English
mind.

Aside from these curious old customs,

London Factory Girls.

Of the two hundred girls, whose ages
varied from thirteen to sixteen or seven-
teen, and who came hurrying out to the
music of the bell, a considerable number
were comfortably clad, and hurried away
for home and a good dinner, it is to be
hoped.

and the elder ones carrying their dinner
in their pocket, its material being favor-
able to covert and piecemeal demolition.

For amusement and to while away the
dinner hour many of these last mention-
ed girls—bright looking, and by no
means ill-favored some of them—made a
tonr of the immediate ngighborhood,and,
with their poor flimsy skirts bedraggled
and clinging about their ankles, and their
toes benumbing on the slushy pavement,
feasted their eyes on the treasures re-
vealed in the shop of the milliner, and on
the gorgeous displays of velvets, and
silks, and sealskin on view at the drapery
establisbment. It was observable that
they were not cast down or despond-
eht - while making their surveys,
and that their conversation was
not at all tinctured with melan-
choly or regret.

Again it was diuner time,
and I watched a troop of them hurrying
to a villainous-looking cheap cookshop
to invest their precious halfpence in pease
pudding or some such hot and cheap
though unsubstantial dainty; and there
was one female, of fourteen possibly,
with the rest, who stood wistfully before
the cookshop window, regarding the
stock and making up their minds before
they took the step that was irretraccable.
Finally they all came to a decision, ex-
cepting the damsel in question, and she,
though jingling her halfpence in her hand,
and with her very eyes as wecll as her
mouth watering with hunger, somehow
contrived to resist the temptation to cross
the threshold. With a lingering look at
the luscious display, she paused for a last
sniff at the open door,and then,as though
goaded’ by its maddening effect, dashed
off at a half run towards the Goswell
road. Her speed was such that it was no
easy matter, without exciting public curi-
osity, to keep up with her. ‘‘She is
aware of ‘another cookshop,” I thought;
“she is wiser than her factory mates, and
will, doubtless, get more pease-pudding
for her penny.” Bat it was not at a cook-
shop that my heroine paused; it wasata
‘wardrobe’ shop—an establishment where
may be purchased sccond-hand apparel
and flnery. She did not hesitate, but at
once entered the shop, and, after a few
minutes emerged with a somewhat faded
but still gorgeous bunch of artificial flow-
ers, consisting of a rose, full blown, a
poppy or two, and a fair sprinkling of
wheat. With a glow of triumph on her
wizened little face, she cast an eager
glance to the right and to the left, and,
spying close at hand the secluded gate-
way of a lumber yard, darted across the
road, and, crouching in a corner, was
soon busy with her battered old hat on
I ventured to
offer her a little friendly advice while she
was so engaged. Did she not think it
was foolish to waste her hard-earned
money in such trash? To which she un-
civilly replied ¢ that that was her busi-
ness, and that it would p’raps be better
for some pcople if they looked after theirs
and left other people’s alone.” How much
a week did she earn at the factory? “Four
shillings, if I must know.” “That’s very
little. Why, a handy, likely-looking girl,
as you appear to be, might earn twice as
much at least, or the value of it,as nurse-
maid or under kitchen-maid in a respect-
able family. Such places ar'e not difficult
to obtain; why do you not make inquiries
and better your condition?” ¢Because,”
replied the juvenile maker of frisettes at
the rate of eightpence a day—as she gave
certain finishing touches to her off-hand
millinery—*‘‘because I'mabove that poor
scum what muasn’t wear a feather or a
ribbin, and because I likes my liberty.”

ber-yard exactly as became a young lady
who wore such a resplendent headdress.

A'Shocking Deed of iilood.

back. She fell to the floor as with the
upraised knife he would have stabbed her
again. Then darting to the side of his
mother-in-law, with an oath he sunk the
blade deep into her left shoulder and
again in her back. Without moving
from the body of his last victim he threw
back his head and cut a gash five inches
long in his exposed throat, severing the
arteries and sending the blood spouticg
over the floor. Meanwhile a young girl
who had witnessed the tragedy, with a
terrified shriek ran out and gave the
alarm. Suddenly it occurred to Cooke
that she had witnessed the awful tragedy,
and, with the blood flowing from his
wounds upon his clothing, marking his
way with a crimson stream, he pursued
her twenty yards with the recking knife
in his hand that had served his purpose
so terribly. He turned, however, and
burst into the next house and fell upon
the bed, saturating it with blood. The
women living in the house seemed para-
lyzed with horrer, and nothing but earn-
est solicitation could induce them to lay
out the corpse.
