MR. SIDDON—PARKING LOT EMPLOYEES AT VANCOUVER 
INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT

Mr. Thomas Siddon (Richmond-South Delta): Madam 
Speaker, it is my duty and privilege to table a petition on 
behalf of the employees of Canpark Services at Vancouver 
International Airport. This petition arises out of a recent 
decision taken by the Ministry of Transport to reject the 
lowest and all bids for the provision of parking lot attendant 
services at Vancouver International Airport, a decision which 
led to the heartless termination this week of employment for 
20 persons including a number of new Canadians and middle- 
aged women supporting unemployed or handicapped husbands 
and their children. These employees have given dedicated 
service to the public at Vancouver International Airport for as 
long as ten years in some cases.
