si—It 1s now more than twelve months
since I published some letters on the Orange
question, 1My object having been to correct
what I believe to be a prevailing misconcep-
fion as to the cause of the irritation which
Omnwe processions cause to our Roman
Catholic fellow-subjects. I had poticed that,
both in the pulpit and the press, it was as-
cumed that the chief objection to those pro-
cessions was that they were in celebration of
{he Baitle of the Boyne, where an Irish Catho-
lic army was defeated by King William the
11, My conviction is that the cause of
{ie hostility to Orangeism is, that the
svowed object of the association is
.o maintain  «Protestant ascendency in
Cliurch and State? and that the period of
time that has elapsed since the removal of
Catholic disabilities is too short for us to ex-
pect that those who suffered from the penal
Jaws can entertain charitable feelings towards
a body which resisted their repeal most zeal-
ously, and for a long time most successfully.
1f there could be any hope of the restoration
of aletter feeling, it would be dispelled by
such articles as  those published in the
(range Sentinel, in which it has been recently
declared that Catliolic Emancipation was “a
snicidal measure,” and that the Act ¢ was car-
ded by perjury, perfidy and treachery.” Tt
must be obvious that those who en-
tertain such an opinion would subject
Canadian  Catholics to penal laws, if
in their power to do so. Mr. County
Master  Grant  is  reported to have
stated, in a recent speech in Toronto, that
ke imbibed his principles with his mother’s
milk.®  Mr. Grant cannot Le unaware that
the Irish Catholics have imbibed with their
mother's milk an utter detestation of those
principles.  If there was any good reason for
perpetuating in our adopted country the old
party feuds of Ircland, those who, as tax-
pavers and as owners of property in Montreal,
suffer from them most severely might Le less
inclined to complain ; but I am wmawnre of a
single reason that can be given to justify the
formation of even a Protestant or Civil Rights
Alliance, which, I regret to observe, you think
destrable. :

1 had fully intended last year to abaundon
all farther discussion of the subject. I had
endeavored to correct what I deemed miscon-
ceptions, but judging from past experience 1
hud but slight expectation of accomplishing
any good. This year I carefully abstained
fiom all reference to the subject, but my
known opinions probably led to my being
summoned as a witness in the cases now
pending in the Police Court. 1 had to an-
swer such questions as the learned counsel on
Loth sides throught proper to put to me, and
Eaving done so I desire to add a few remarks,
#ome of which are rendercd necessary by cri-
ticisms on my evidence in court.

The history of Ireland, especially since the
riptare between England and the Papacy, isn
history of persecutions by the dominant party,
ad of successive rebellions by the subject
race, nnd it has been written by their respec-
tive listorians n the true spirit of party.
Were we to believe Froude, we should have
to admit that the Catholics were always
wrene: and if, on the other hand, we were to
adopt the accounts of the same transactions
by Catholic historians, we should have to
come to an opposite conclusion. The impor-
taut facts would have to be ‘admitted on all
hands, Ireland was conquered by England,
and, after the rupture with the Papacy, reli-
gious unimosity was added to that of race,
and frequent rebellions werg the ¢onse-
nrence. AR these were stippiessed o
tme to time the lands of the rebels
were forfeited and granted to English and
Scoteh settlers of a different race and of a
different relizion. The old proprictors of the
#0il found themselves utterly ruined. Under
such circumstances it was not surprising that
at the period of the revolution the Irish
Catholics should have seized the oppartunity
ol supporting the King de ,jure, who was a
Cathalic, against the King de jucto, who was
a Protestant.  Had they at that period sue-
ceeded, it seems hardly doubtful that they
would have ejected the new settlers, restored
the furfeited estates to their former owners,
and ye-cstablished the Catholic . religion.

Eﬁh'th You, doubtless, are as well aware as-

at on ' several questions requiring

legislative action, and especially all relating
to education, there arc wide differcnces of
opinion between the great majorities of Catho-
lics and of Protestants. 1t was owing to these
differences that unity of action on political
questions between the French Canadian ma-
jority and the Upver Canada majority became
impossible, and, as a consequence, the main-
tenance of the old Union became equally so,
It must Dbe admitted that it was a
necessary consequence of Confederation that
the Protestant minority in Quebec holding the
opinions expressed in your letter were de-
prived of the powerful aid of those in Ontario
who concemrred in them. Sir Alexander Galt,
who is a fair representatve of Protestant
opinion, obtained such guarantees as he
decmed sufficient; and even It T were con-
vinced of the soundness of such views as you
have expressed, which 1am not, I should in
the present state of public opinion be con.
vinced of the impolicy of advocating them.
It scems to me anything but fair that the
Protestant minority in Quebec should not only
claim perfect equality with the majority
which has always been conceded to them.
but should further claim to dictate to
the majority how they are¢ to manage
their own aflairs. You remark: «We bave
demanded ~ real education for the French
habitant,” and you complain of want of ac-
tive support to your demand from the Orange-
men. Now, I could understand a complaint
based on interference by the Catholies with
the Protestant schools, but none such could
with truth be made. It is those who think
with you, who claim to interfere with an-edu-
cational system, which is not merely sanction-
ed Ly the Catholic Bishops and clergy, but
by an overwhelming majority of the laity of
both political parties. Again, yon complain
of “the liniquity of clerical exemption from
taxation.” If 1 am not mistaken, such ex-
cmption prevails both in the United States
and in Ontario, with the sanction of Protes-
tant majorities, And romething at least may
be said inits favor., Were the present exemp-
tions removed the tax-payers as ¢ hody would
no doubt be benefited, but it woull, most
assuredly, be at the expense of the very class
which now voluntarily contributes the largest
amount to the support of our religious and
charitable institutions. You desire to de-
prive the Catholics #of privileges which are
not rights.” You are in favor, as I under-
stand, of abelishing the payment of dues for
the support of the clergy in the Province of
Quebec, although no complaint has been
made by the people interested, and Protest-
ants certainly have no cause of complaint on
that gfound. You favor a Protestant or Civil
Rights Alliance, the chief object of which, as
far ar 1 have been able to comprehend it
would be to unite Protestants in a crusade
against Catholic institutions, altheugh it
cannot be shown that Protestants suffer in
the least from the laws which are in force in
the Provinee of Quebec. I have ventured on
the foregeing criticism on your letter because
1 feel assured that you are a sincere friend 'to
free dizcussion.

With regard to wy late evidence, and
especially to that portion of it which refers to
the duty of the civil authorities {o prevent
precessions caleulated to endanger the public
peace, T desire that it should be borne in
mind that it was based on the legal opinion
of the Attorney and Solicitor-General of Up-
per Canada, and on the present practice in
Ireland.  If it be imagined that I approve of
the violent interference with processions by
those who feel aggrieved by them, I cannot
too emphatically disclaim such a sentiment.
Mozt sincerely do I wish, and I’ have fre-
quently heard influential Catholics express
themselves to the same effect. that )l such
inlerferences were abandoned. 1 canmot,
however, beblind to consequences, which dur-
ing along period of years have invariably
followed when they have takea place.
With ‘regards to attacks upon churches,
and especially during diving service, 1 should
hope that there is but ene opinion, viz., that
those guilty of such attacks should be severe-
ly punished. I shounld hope that instances of
such attacks are very rare, indeed the only
one that I recollect hearing of is the Gavazzi
case, which became celebrated owing to the
unfortunate casualties which took place, the
result of accident or mismanagement. Being
asked whether, in my opinion, the principle
of lnw laid down by competent authority was
applicable to such a case, I was inclined to
think that a Chief Magistrate might so con.
strue it, although I am far from admitting
that there is any analogy between such a case
and that of a.public procession. Imn the
. Giavazzi case, even thaose who hold a Catholic
+ Mayor responsible for the firing, which I do
not, cannot but admit that he called out the
military, and posted them for the protection of
the lecturer and his audience. I am not
aware that any other part of my evidence is
open to misconception, although I might, if
disposed to indulge in controversy, comment
‘at-gome lengtl: ‘on an articlé in the Toronto
Qlobe of the 216t instant. I shall not, how-
ever, trespass much on your indulgence.

Ican assure the Glode that I do not feel
myself “in a corner.” I have mot a ‘word

therhood in Lower Canada to ally themselves
to the Liberal party, and to do all in their
power to exasperate the Catholic majority,
it would have been a wonderful manitestation
of such wisdom, Itisat leastan extraordinary
circumstance that a Ledy which his usvally
acted with tolerable unanimity showld at this
time take opposite sides m the two Provinces.
One consequence is that both political parties
are inclined to protect the Crangemen, and
my only consolation is that their proceedings
give me no offence, and that T have only to
suffer like the taxpayers generally from the
enormous expense to which thev annuelly
subject the city of Montreal. It appears, teo,
that besides the direct tax there is an indirect
one, as they have boasted of the contributions
which they receive from the I'rotestants who
are not Orange. My chief regret at present is
that I shonld have been compelled by circum-
stances to take auy part whatever in disens-
sions regarding Orangeisn.

It makes all the parts
of the watch by machinery, not by Land, turn-
ing out uniform work for uniform prices: not
a cheap article at a cl:eap rate, buta good one
at its cost price, and holding themselves res-
ponstble for defects. Thix company have
driven Swiss watches out of the Ameriean
markets: it competes with English makers,
and is now about entering the lists with the
Swiss firms that monopolize the watch trade
in France.

The most recent improvement jn the pro-
duction of lare is the jntreduction of shaded
tints in the flowers and pattéms, glving thew
the relief ofa picture. This effect is pro-
duced by varying the application of the two
stitches used in making the tlowers—the
-ttoile,” which forms the close tissue, and the

OUR IRINH LETTER

(From ¢y Regular Correxpondent.)
Deews, August 16,

T am glad to say that Parlinment, whicl is
to be provogued on to-morrow, will not close
its present session without passing the two
measures upon whivh the popular mind of
Ireland has been set for the last few months.
The Sunday Closing Pifl and the Interme-
dinte Education Bill are lnws of the land, pro-
Lably ot the moment 1 am writing., The
third reading of the first-mentioned measnre
was epecially tixed by the Govermment for
Saturday, against the strong and indignant
oppositiun of the vintner purty, one of whom
(Dr. O’Leary) threatened a prolongation of
the fight through Sunday. When Saturday
came the courage of the Sunday - openers ™
collupred.  They maintained the tight for
only three or four hours. Mr. P 0. Smith
proposed to have the Lill recommitted for the
urpose of inserting a provision for compen-
falion to the publicans, and he was supporteld
by the usual phalanx. A division was then
taken, with the result of Ieaving My, Smyth
in the minority ; after which the sponge was
thrown up; the bill was vead a third time
without opposition.  The Honse of Lords next
took it in hands, and passed italmost without
discussion ; and to-day it was to receive the
Roval assent. It may be nseful to note briefly
what it enacts.  Hencetorth, then, on Sun-
days the public houses will he closed through.
out all Irveland, the fAive fowns of Dublin,
Belfast, Ceork. Limerick and Waterford ex-
cepted, Tn these towns the hours for open-
ing will be from 2 pam. to 5 pom.

As to the Intermediate Education Bill, the

A notable public man has justintimated his
intentiou to return to private life.

Luke Barton, P P, Castletown-Geoghegan,
says he will not seek re-clection for West-
meath.  He goes further, and says that in the
present  state of opinion in Ireland—- if
opinion it can be called "—he prefers not to
be classed at all amongst the parliamentury
representatives of hiscountry.  As long ws he
continues to act as he has done for some two
or three years past, his country prefers the
same thing. e is not perfectly candid. e
ought to have said what he knows right well
—that he lud no chance of re-election for
Westmeath.  Two or three years ago, after he
had been engaged in fighting azainst the
Home Rule cause, which he was elected to
support, the Bishop and clergy of Westmeath
publicly denounced him as a pledge-breaker,
and indirectly called upon him toresign. He
has not mended his wavs since, and the
Bishop and priests ave still Home Rulers,
Under these circomstanees it is evident that
the est thing he could deis that which he
has done—viz, said out at once that he will
not stand again. Yet, it is a pity that Mr
Smyth, with his record of "8 behind him,
=hould not be tighting in the national ranks.

Judgment in the Harene estate cnse wns
givenr on Saturday. 1t is, I am sorry to say,
adverse to the tenants.  The Lord Chaneellor,
the Master of the Rolls, and Lord Justice
Deasy all agreed in making an order that the
estate should be conveyed to Samuel Murray
Hussey, althongh his offer was £300 less than
that ofiered by the tenants’ representatives,
Messrs, Murphy & Lombard, and that Moessrs,
Murphy & Lombard should pay the costs of
the whole litigation ! It is the general helick
that this decision was the result of anti-tenant,
pro-landlord  prejudice  working, uncon-
seijousty, perbaps, in the judges’ minds; but,
if it Yie xonnd law, it is clear that «the Bright
Clauses ” of the Irish Land Actof 1870, under
which the tenants proceeded, do not, as has
Deen supposed, afford the slightest facilities
for the creation of a peasant proprietary. The
tenants ave in a state of dismay, for Hussey,
their new  landlord, has learncd, from the
offers they made for theiv holdings under <o
powerful a motive a5 the desive to  hecome
their own landlords, what  they think those
holdings worth, and will, accordingly, put the
screw on in the shape of a fright®ul increase
of rent. He has already carned un evil repn-
tation in Kerry as a rentraiser. When the
late agent of Lord Kemmare (an execellent
Catholic gentleman of the name of Gallway,
and brother, by the way, to the well-known
Jesuit Father of that name in London,) refus-
¢d to raise the rents of the Killarney property,
Hussey readily undertook the tusk,

Another addition to the statues by which
Dublin is edorned has been made this week
by the crection of wstatue of the Jate Sir
Alexander M-Donnclly in the lawn of Tyrone
House, the hewdgnarters of the Board  of
National Edncation.
