Witness, Our Right Trusty and Well
Beloved Cousin and Counrillor the Right Honorable Sir FREDERtC TEMPLE, Earl of
DUFFERIN, ViNcount and Baron Clandeboye of Clandeboye, in the County Dotn, in
the Peerage of the United Kingdom, Baron Ihferin and Clandeboyo of Jlallyleidy
and Killeleagh in the County Down, in the Peerage of Jreland and a Baronet,
Knight of Our Most Illustrious Order of Saint Patrick, and Knight Commander of
Our Most Honorable Order of tie Bath, Governor General of Canada, and Governor
and Commander-in-Chief in and over the Island of Prince Edwarl and Vice Admiral
of Canada and Prince Edwoard, at Our Government House, in Our City of Ottawa,
this Twenty-first day of February,'in the year of Our Lord, One Thousand Eight
Hundred and Seventy-three, andin the Thirty-sixth year of Our Reign.
