Of the Corporation of the County of Kent; praying for ecrtain improvements in the
navigation of the Rivers Thames, Sydenham and the Chenal Ecarté; also that the Rond
Eau Harbor be made a Harbor of lefuge, and also that Tco Crecks bc dredged.

Of Charles Broo1k and others, of the Township of Ascut; praying that a duty bo
imposed upon all foreign hops wlen imported into Canada.

Of the Reverend F. A. Blonin and others, of La Grand rière, in the County of
Fai P6; praying te hc relieved from the payment of a certain sum due to the Municipal Loan
Fund.

The Honorablo the Speaker presented to the House, the accounta and vouchers of the
Clerk Of the Senate from let July, 1867, (the day of proclaining the present Union), to the
lst day of January, 1869.
