ghall, on summary conviction before any police magistrate,
15 stipendiary magistrate or two justices of the peace, be liable
to a penalty not exceeding two hundred dollars, and not less
than one hundred dollars, with costs of prosecution ; a moiety
‘of which penalty shall belong to the informer or prosecutor,
and the other moiety whereot shall belong to the Province in
20 which the information is laid.
