Pro-
vince, and to each and every of the Missiona-
ries serving or ministering to the same.

II. And be it further enacted by the autho-
- rity aforcsaid, that in cach and every case in
“ whichno sponsors shall have been’ present at
the Baptism of any Child, the Rector. Curate,
Vicar, or other Priest, Minister or Missionar
by whom such Child shall have been baptised): ‘
shall insert in the eutry of such Baptism in the
Registers aforesaid, in addition to the particu-
larsrequired by the third Clause of the aforesaid
Act to, be mentioned therein, the namesof two
“Witnesses who shall have been present at such
Buptism, together with their quality, occupa-
tion and place of abode, and shall cause such
entry to be signed by such Witnesses, or if ci-
“taer of them cannot sign his or her name, men-
tion shall be made thercof in the said entry.

III. And be it further enacted by the autho-
‘rity aforesaid, that in all entries of Burials to
be hereafter made pursuant to the aforesaid
Act, the Rector, Curate, Vicar or other Priest,
Minister or Missionary by whom such Burial
Service shall have been performed, shall insert
~in the Rewisters aforesaid, in addition' to the
other particulars required by the. fifth Clause of
- the aforesaid Act to be mentioned therein, the
- age of the person deceased, as nearly as the
same can be known, ascertained or conjectured,
