UN ‘STel
In the death of Mr. Alex, Galbraith, 

of the Canada Business College, on 
Saturday night last, the community 
suffers a very distinct loss.

Mr. Galbraith was born in the 
County of Durham nearly 43 years 
ago. Before coining to Chatham he 
was engaged as Public school teach­
er near Wingham, whence his family 
bad moved. He came to Chatham 
first about 14 years ago, when be 
entered as a student in the Busi­
ness College. At the end of a very 
successful course, obtaining as be did 
the gold medal for general pro- 
ficiency, he was offered a position 
on the staff by the present principal, 
Mr. D. McLachlan. That position he 
accepted and filled with more than 
ordinary /ability and success during 
a period of 13 years. To his untir­
ing zeal and industry much of the 
present success and reputation en­
joyed by the College is directly due. 
His name has been, in that institu­
tion, a by-word * for thoroughness. 
Although bis specialty was mathe­
matics, be excelled also as a pen- 
man, and many of the best pieces 
of ornamental penmanship to be 
found in the city to-day are from 
his pen. Mr. Galbraith will long be 
remembered by the many graduates 
in this city and throughout the con­
tinent as a faithful teacher and 
friend, resolute and firm of purpose, 
but always most kind in all bis 
counsels.

As a citizen, too, Mr. Galbraith 
was ie many respects most worthy. 
Impaired health prevented a too ac­
tive part, but his interest in muni­
cipal affairs, especially in those re­
lating to the city schools, was al­
ways keen. Although a teacher in 
the Commercial College, he was in 
no sense narrow in his idea of educa­
tion, and he was often heard to re­
mark that the tax for educational 
purposes was the most popular of all. 
His interest in matters literary, is 
shown by the fact that he was a 
respected member of the Macaulay 
Club of Chatham, and he always 
keenly relished the debates that he 
was privileged to attend, taking bim- 
self no mean part in the discussions.

Mr. Galbraith joined Peninsular 
Lodge, No. 2, of the A. O. U. W., 
on the 30th of November, 1894, and 
elected. Master Workman by accla­
mation on December 18th, 1896, and 
became Past Master of the Lodge 
December 31st, 1897. In this Order 
he found many 1fe-long friends and 
their ministrations, along with those 
of other kind friends, were a source 
of deep comfort to him in his last 
illness.

The diseased was a consistent 
member of the Park Street Metho- 
dist Church, and was always willing 
to lend his aid with the chalk in mak­
ing the work of the Sabbath School 
more interesting and clear. Mr. Gal­
braith’s Tinal illness was of only a 
month’s duration. He expressed the 
wish that he might be spared longer 
to help his family— for his home-life, 
we know, was ideal, both in his rela­
tions as husband and father,—but he 
had an abiding trust in his Saviour, 
and was resigned to His will. His 
calm fortitude in his hour of trial 
touched the hearts of all whom duty, 
respect and love called to minister 
to him.

Mr. Galbraith was married in Jan­
uary, 1893, to Miss Laura Ellie, of 
Hespeler, Waterloo County, daughter 
of the late David Ellis, who with her 
two sons, Ellis aged ten, and Bobby 
aged five, are left to mourn his loss. 
Mr. Galbraith’s death is the first I 
break.in a family of.six children—| 
the father and mother still living, I 
with Emma and Margaret, the two I 
sisters of the deceased, at Wingham.

POPULARITY OF ROYALTY.

Now, as Compared With Its Absence 
70 Years Ago.

The following reference to the Royal 
Family of England is interesting, more 
especially as It is from the New York 
Sun, the principal tail-twister of the 
British Lion: / •

In England, at the time of Queen 
Victoria’s accession, the monarchy was 
less popular than it had been at any 
time since the latter part of the sev­
enteenth century. George IV. had thor­
oughly discredited kingship. Although 
his offences were condoned by the 
fashionable world of the metropolis, 
they were never really forgiven by the 
middle classes or by the masses, by 
whom, especially since Queen Caro­
line’s trial, the King had been openly 
and bitterly disliked. How prevalent 
this feeling was and how little attempt 
was made to disguise it are shown by 
the outspoken comment of the London 
Times when George IV. died. Mr. Low 
recalls that, without making even a 
pretence of conventional eulogium, 
that newspaper said with a frankness 
which in these days would strike one 
as almost brutal: “The truth is—and it 
speaks volumes about the man—that 
there never was an individual less re­
gretted by his fellow-creatures than 
this deceased King. What eye has 
wept for him? What breast has heaved 
one throb of sorrow? Was there at 
any time a gorgeous pageant on the 
stage more completely forgotten than 
he has been, even from the day on 
which the heralds proclaimed his suc­
cessor? If George IV. ever had a 
friend—a devoted friend—in any rank 
of life, we protest that the name of him 
or her has not yet reached us." To 
William IV. the Times was a little 
kinder than it had been to his prede­
cessor, but was openly contemptuous. 
“All is now over. The good old King 
of England is relieved from earthly 
trouble—from mental anxiety, domes­
tic and political—from bodily suffer­
ings such as it was terrible to witness. 
Death has done its worst on what was 
mortal in King William, and the mem­
ory of his inoffensive nature will pro- 

,tect that portion of him which bade 
* defiance to death from the shafts of 
human envy, vengeance or malignity.” 
In other words, the best that could be 
said of William IV. was that he had 
done little harm. This was not exact­
ly the kind of sovereign to increase the 
prestige of the Institution of royalty.

The truth is that when Queen Vic­
toria came to the throne a large part 
of the English people were flagrantly 
anti-monarchical.Of the two great po­
litical parties, one was ostentatiously 
opposed to the court and what ft con­
sidered the court faction. The Tories 
were especially disloyal: “They seem 
not to care one atom for the crown." 
Greville noted- on September 5, 1839. 
Two years previously he had chroni­
cled that the young Queen proceeded 
in state from Buckingham House to 
St. James’ “without any cheering.” 
Outside the Whigs and Tories, there 
was an immense body of unenfran­
chised, but not inarticulate, opinion in 
the country which was strongly Inclin­
ed to Republicanism. By It the ancient 
constitutional monarchy of Great Brit­
ain was treated with unconcealed dis­
respect.
