Though nature never, repeats a hu­
man face or figure, resolutely line 
for line, it would be Strange indeed 
if there were not some startling re- 
semblances. The House of Commons 
contains two hundred and thirteen 
members, and at least eight pairs of 
likenesses striking enough to be not­
ed by the most casual observer.

First on the list is the likeness be­
tween Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Tal­
bot, M.P., who sits for Bellechasse. 
It cannot be said that they are as 
like as two peas, for they are not. 
Seen together they have many 
points of difference. The Premier is 
cast in a large mold; Talbot in a 
snail one. The Premier's propor­
tions are heroic; Talbot's are what 
artists call academic.

Looks Like the King.
In a loyal colony there must be 

somebody of course who looks like 
His Gracious Majesty King Edward 
VII. This honor in the House of 
Commons goes by general consent to 
Ross of South Ontario. Ross, M.P., 
has the same pointed beard sprinkl­
ed with grey, the same contour of 
head, and arrangement of hair, the 
same eull blue eye ehat we associate 
with pictures of the King. He is a 
bit taller, but seen in his seat in the 
House, the resemblance is close en­
ough to arouse lively feelings of 
homage. Ross, M.P., however, says 
that people take him often for Jos­
eph Seagram than for King Edward, 
the reason being, of course, that Mr. 
Seagram is known to be doing busi­
ness in this country, while His Ma­
jesty's business confines him chiefly 
to Great Britain. Mr. Ross has be­
come so accustomed to compliments 
on his whiskers that he takes them 
as if they belonged to him.

At | 
first they think it strange that such 1 
a splendid rhetorician as Sir Rich- | 
ard Cartwright should get up and | 
deliver his liveliest invectives with a 1 
passionless voice, a straight face, | 
and a body as immobile as an| 
Egyptian mummy in its swathings.1 
But after a while it dawns on them 1 
that, perhaps, the spoken word gains 
force by its detachment from thea­
trical arts, and that a great speech 
stands out more clearly if it is free 
from sage posturings and stained ;
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Does it not seem more effective to 
breathe in a remedy, to cure disease of 
the breathing organs, than to take the 
remedy into the stomach?

Modern Methods Different.
There are, of course, reasons for 

this. It is not every politician who 
could adorn his language with suit­
able gestures. A man must have a 
natural bent that way, or he must 
have been trained in a dramatic 
school. Besides, nowadays the 
statesmen who should unite the gifts 
of a Garrick with the e:oquence of a 
Burke would be too compelling to be 
comfortable. We must thank Provi­
dence and a constitutional monarchy 
that these- things are kept decently 
within metes and bounds. It was all 
very well for Demosthenes, or Aesch- 
ines, or Pericles, or Cicero to sway 
the multitude with nuances of voice 
and graces of action, but there were 
no newspapers in those days. A 
speech depended for its currency on 
the mouth-to-mouth report. Conse- 
quentlyi t was the statesman's busi­
ness to make as deep an impression 
as he could when he got the chance. 
The public man of to-day knows 
that, through the press, he addresses 
a national audience, and that the 
few immediate hearers need not be 
tickled because the far greater part 
of his audience will read what he 
said in a place where charm of man­
ner cannot be set down. This leads 
to an emphasis of matter, and by 
easy steps to the abandonment of 
all manner save what belongs to the
