“The Governor of the State of
Hidalgo General Flores issued
regulations which were printed in El
Pueblo, a paper of Mexico City, unae:

The Mexico
City paper urges that such laws be
put into force all over Mexico, for
the purpose of doing away with the
Catholic religion.

" Carranza  promised President
Wilson that he would grant religious
liberty in Mexico His government
informed the governments of the
United States and many South Amer
ican republics, as well as Great
Britain and Spain, that religious
liberty already existed in Mexico, but
none of the governments, except our
own, has been deceived. It is true
that priests have not -of late been
killed, nor have Sisters of late been
outraged. At least no news of such
occurrences has come. But Father
Vallejo, the priest above referred to,
was taken away from Morello and
has not been heard of since—just as
seven priests of Zacatecas were taken
away, and convenieatly lost.
