The deacons of honor were

ARCHBISHOP RYAN.
Archbishop Ryan, of Philadelphia, the 

preacher of the morning, then ascended 
the pulpit. He is a man in the prime of 
life, having been born on the 20th Febru­
ary, 1831, at Thui'le.», Inland. Endowed 
with a commanding presence, vast learn­
ing, sonorous but melodious voice, he 
possesses all those attributes which go to 
make a successful preacher, and which in 
his case have gone far to earn for him the 
title of the most gifted pulpit orator in 
the Catholic Church of the United States. 
He was educated at Carlow College in his 
native country, and, coming to America, 
was raised to the priesthood in St. Louis 
cathedral on the 8t’u of September, 1803, 
when less than twenty-three years old. 
Though the canonical age is twenty-four, 
an exception being made in his 
account of his brilliant talents. His first 
mission was at the Cathedral of St. Louis, 
and for nineteen years he was stationed 
there and at the Church of the Annuncia­
tion and St. John’s chureb, all in St. Louis. 
Archbishop Kenrick, w ho had watched the 
career of Father Ryan very carefully, Faw 
in him a worthy successor for the See of 
St. Louis, and while attending the Vati­
can Council ho asked Pius IX. for his 
appointment as coadjutor with the right 
of succession. The request was granted, 
and on the 14th of April, 1872, he was 
consecrated in the Cathedral of St. Louis 
by Archbishop Kenrick. But he was not 
destined to fill that See, for upon the 
death of ArchbLliop Wood, of Philadel­
phia, he was appointed by Lao XIII. on 
the 8th of June, 1884, to that Archdio- 
cese. but he has not yet been invested with 
the Pallium.
